Nature and its components are national property of the Kyrgyz Republic, one of the main factors of its
sustainable social and economic development.

This Law determines the policy and regulates legal relations in the field of natural resources and
environmental protection in the Kyrgyz Republic.

Section .
General provisions
Article 1. Legislation of the Kyrgyz Republic on Environmental Protection
Relations in the field of environmental protection and rational use of natural resources are regulated by the
Constitution of the Kyrgyz Republic, this Law and other laws adopted in accordance with them other
normative legal acts of the Kyrgyz Republic.
Article 2. The basic concepts used in this Law
In the present Law the following basic concepts:
reproduction of natural resources - a set of scientific, organizational, economic and technical measures aimed
at replenishing and increasing natural resources or an increase in the useful properties of natural objects;
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restoration of natural resources - organizational and technical, economic and other natural resources to fill the
measure or enhance the useful properties of natural objects lost as a result of anthropogenic impacts or forces
of nature;

environmental damage - adverse changes in the environment caused by human activity, as a result of
pollution, depletion of natural resources, damage, destruction of natural environmental systems, creating a
real threat to human health and life, flora and fauna, material values;

emission, discharge of harmful substances - the output to the external environment (in air, water bodies, land)
contaminants from any source of contamination;

wildlife - legally protected natural site (resource), including insects, reptiles, animals, birds, fish and other
animals in a state of natural freedom, and performing environmental, economic, and cultural and recreational
functions;

protective zone (Environment) - part of the natural (land, water, nedrennogo) space, endowed by law to
special protection in order to prevent the harmful effects of economic activities or forces of nature;

Green Zone - a kind of buffer zones, part of the land area occupied by forest, the planting protective
vegetation, located around the cities, industrial centers, endowed by law to special protection in order to
prevent the harmful effects of economic activity on the human environment;

resort area - a kind of buffer zones, part of the land, water area, which includes the territory of the resort, its
county sanitary protection, endowed by law to special protection in order to ensure the resort respective
sanitary, health, recreational conditions;

therapeutic areas - see safety, holiday, green, recreational areas;.

security zone (in the field of environmental protection) - a kind of buffer zones, part of the space formed in
the manner prescribed by law for the protection of nature reserves, national parks by introducing certain
restrictions on environmental management for the protection of protected objects;

zone sanitary protection - areas intended to ensure the required hygiene standards of content in the surface
layer of the atmosphere pollutants, reduce the negative impact of enterprises, transport, communications,
power lines on the surrounding population, physical impacts - noise, high vibration, infrasound,
electromagnetic waves and static electricity;

recreational zone - part of the space environment is used for recreation and tourism, including green, spa,
therapeutic area;

Zone of ecological emergency - officially declared the state of the area (city, state, region), which are clearly
marked signs of the process of destruction of ecological systems of nature, pollution, depletion of water, land,
plant and animal resources, which found a dramatic increase in morbidity and mortality exceeding by many
times the average;

zone of ecological disaster - officially declared a State of the territory (city, state, region), which marked
signs of complete destruction of the ecological systems of nature, air pollution, water, soil, complete
depletion of water, plant, animal resources and set a high level of morbidity and mortality population;

environmental information - information about the state of water, air, soil, subsoil, flora and fauna, activities
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that may affect their status and measures for their protection;

inventories of natural resources - a set of information on the quantitative and qualitative state of natural
resources and their environmental, economic (including medical and health) evaluation. There are
inventories: land, water, forest, mineral resources, wildlife (separately for fish and land animals), natural and
protected sites, therapeutic resources of nature. The structure and procedure of conducting inventories
establish competent authorities of the state;

The Red Book - a set of information about rare, threatened or endangered species of plants and animals to be
approved in the manner prescribed by law, in order to introduce the regime of special protection and the
subsequent reproduction (International Red Book, Red Book of the Kyrgyz Republic);

limit (in the field of environmental protection), - the maximum amount of withdrawals, consumption, natural
resources, emissions and discharges of hazardous substances into the environment. Set for conservation,
sustainable use of its resources, prevention of harmful impacts on it;

Environmental monitoring - conducting observations of the environmental parameters, assessment of its
status and the forecast of expected changes;

valuation of environmental quality - to establish the quality of the system of indicators of the environment;
maximum permissible harmful effects on the environment - indicators of exposure limits of economic,
recreational and other activities on the environment, protect the environment, natural resource management,
environmental, public safety and human health;

environmental quality standards - indicators describing the criteria for quality of the environment: norms of
maximum permissible concentration (MPC) of pollutants, emissions and discharges of harmful substances
maximum allowable levels (MAL) radiation exposure, noise, vibration, magnetic fields, the maximum
permissible limits chemicals (PDHV) used in agriculture, forestry, the maximum allowable residues of
chemical substances in food, the maximum permissible load norms of human activities on the environment;
improvement of the environment - a set of sanitary, economic and legal measures aimed at the prevention and
elimination of harmful environmental impacts of economic activities and improving the quality of the human
environment;

Ozone layer - the layer of the atmosphere at an altitude of 7-8 km at the poles, 17-18 km - on the equator of
the planet's surface with a high concentration of ozone molecules absorbing detrimental to living organisms
ultraviolet radiation from space;

environment - the human environment, the biosphere, employee conditions, means and the place of human
life and other living organisms; It includes nature as a system of natural ecological systems and the part of the
natural environment, which is transformed by human activities;

protected areas - areas of land, water (water areas), including natural complexes or individual nature of the
objects, which establishes a special regime of protection and use. For protected areas can be attributed to
natural or artificial by natural systems and natural objects of special ecological, environmental, scientific,
historical, cultural, aesthetic and recreational value;

waste - the remnants of raw materials, semi-finished products and other products produced in the course of
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economic activity;

Environmental protection - a system of state and public measures aimed at ensuring the harmonious
interaction between society and nature, based on conservation and restoration of natural resources,
sustainable use of natural resources, improve the human living environment quality;

environmental impact assessment (EIA) - the identification, analysis, evaluation and accounting in project
decisions expected impact of the planned economic and other activity, it caused changes in the environment;
natural resources - natural sources of human consumption of nature (land, water, forest resources, mineral
resources, mineral reserves, radioactive materials, flora and fauna, their components, and other natural
goods);

natural resources - the totality of all forms of exploitation of natural resources potential and conservation
measures;

environmental laws - a set of regulations, establishing the order of nature protection, sustainable use of
natural resources, protection of the environment in order to provide a science-based combination of economic
interests, and to achieve optimal quality of the environment;

special nature - all kinds of use of natural resources, carried out their withdrawal (hunting, gathering,
sampling and so on.) from the environment;

damage to the environment - calculated in monetary terms, the economic and non-economic losses to society,
resulting from changes in the environment and its pollution;

Conservation Foundation - funds set up by payments for natural resources, penalties, voluntary contributions
and other sources to solve environmental problems, loss reduction and improvement of the environment;
environmental audit - review (testing, evaluation) the ecological state of the enterprise, property or activity to
identify past or present problematic issues, potential environmental risks and liabilities;

environmental security - the state of protection of the vital interests of the individual, society, protection of
the environment as the conditions and means of human existence and society from threats arising from man-
made and natural impacts on them;

environmental impact assessment - to determine the level of environmental risk and danger of proposed
solutions, the implementation of which directly or indirectly have an impact on the environment and natural
resources;

environmental certification - the activities of conformity assessment of certification object set environmental
requirements;

Environmental Certificate - an official document, developed in accordance with the requirements of the
environmental certification system, confirming the level of environmental safety certification facilities, issued
by accredited authorities for environmental protection in the established order;

ecological systems - unified, stable, interlocking, self-developing, self-regulating combination of natural
components of the environment, carrying out metabolism and energy process. There are natural (primordial),
modified (changed), transformed (converted) ecological systems;

environmental monitoring - verification of compliance by enterprises, institutions, organizations and citizens
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with environmental requirements on environmental protection and ecological safety. There are state,
departmental and public ecological control;

environmental crime - culpable, unlawful act violating environmental laws and causing damage to the
environment and human health;

environmental crime - socially dangerous culpable act infringing on the rule of law established by the
ecological, environmental, public safety, causing harm to the environment and human health.

Article 3. Basic principles of environmental protection

Every citizen has the right to a healthy life and healthy environment and to compensation for damage caused
to health or property of the adverse effects on the environment, as a result of economic or other activities.
The basic principles of environmental protection are:

- The principle of priority: to ensure real guarantees of human rights to a healthy life, work and leisure
environment that provides life and health;

- The principle of balance: preserving the stability of ecological systems, compliance with environmental
regulations in the implementation of economic and other activities, reproduction of natural resources,
avoiding irreversible consequences for the environment and human health;

- The principle by the complex: a harmonious blend of science-based environmental, economic and social
interests of society, the complexity of addressing issues of resource saving and environmental protection;

- The principle of deterrence: rationing, mandatory environmental impact assessment, feasibility and limiting
the influence of economic activity and other environmental impacts;

- The principle of responsibility: the strict observance of the environmental protection requirements of the
legislation of the medium, the inevitability of responsibility for the breach, damages caused to the
environment by enterprises, institutions, organizations, households and individuals;

- The principle of openness: openness in addressing environmental problems in the economic and other
activities with environmental implications, a close relationship with civil society organizations and the public,
to encourage and stimulate measures for the protection and rational use of natural resources, the combination
of national, regional and international interests in the field of environmental protection.

Article 4. Objects of protection

Protection from contamination, spoilage, damage, depletion, destruction, destruction and other negative
impacts are subject to the land and its subsoil, soil cover, water, forests, flora, fauna and their genetic fund,
atmospheric air, and other natural objects, systems and environmental systems as well as the climate and the



ozone layer of the Earth and the whole Earth as a planet.

Article 5 Protected Objects

Special protection shall be natural or man-made natural complexes and objects of nature, having special
ecological, environmental, scientific, historical, cultural, aesthetic and recreational value of rare or
endangered species of plants, animals and their habitats. To this end, in the Kyrgyz Republic are protected
areas: national parks, biosphere reserves, national nature reserves, national parks, natural monuments, resorts
and recreational areas, botanical gardens, dendrological and zoological parks.

The order of creation and legal status of protected areas established by the Law of the Kyrgyz Republic "On
Specially Protected Natural Areas" and other laws of the Kyrgyz Republic.

In order special protection of rare or endangered plant and animal species in the Kyrgyz Republic established
Red Book. The list of rare or endangered plant and animal species to be listed in the Red Book, and the order
of protection defined by the Government of the Kyrgyz Republic.

Article 6. Measures to ensure the protection of the environment

In the Kyrgyz Republic, the following measures are carried out in order to protect the environment:

- State accounting and socio-economic assessment of natural resources;

- Regulation of environmental quality (maximum permissible concentrations of harmful substances in the air,
water, soil, subsoil and other natural objects);

- Integrated management of economic and ecological relationships;

- The establishment of environmental requirements for economic or other activities related to the impact on
nature;

- The establishment of fees for the use of standards for natural resources, discharges, and emissions of
pollutants and other harmful physical impacts, waste disposal in the environment;

- State support in the implementation of natural resource-waste and low-waste technologies;

- Implementation of environmental entrepreneurship;

- Conducting environmental impact assessment in the design and implementation of economic and other
activities in order to prevent possible adverse effects of these activities on the environment;

- Special protection of nature reserves, game reserves, national parks, rare species of animals, plants and other
objects, for these purposes, special environmental enforcement services;

- The establishment of funds for nature protection;

- Reimbursement of guilty damage caused to the environment, and implementation of measures to restore the
disturbed state of the environment;

- Establishing environmental offenses and sanctions for their commission;

- Involvement of offenders in the area of environmental protection;

- The preservation and reproduction of forests;



- Restoring the purity of natural waters;

- For the prevention of air pollution;

- The use of wind and solar energy, as well as other non-traditional sources of energy resource;

- The integration of environmental aspects in the construction of hydroelectric power plants (anthropogenic
pressures on the fragile mountain ecosystems, the rise of the groundwater level, provoking landslides and
earthquakes, etc.).

The legislation of the Kyrgyz Republic, decisions of local state administrations and local self-government
bodies may be established for other environmental protection measures.

Section II.

Normalization of Environmental Quality

Article 7. Standardization of environmental quality

In order to establish the maximum allowable impact on the environment produced a valuation of
environmental quality.

Rationing of environmental quality is a system of standards and environmental quality standards, developed
on the basis of international conventions and agreements, taking into account the latest scientific
achievements.

Environmental quality standards, the maximum permissible harmful effects, as well as methods for their
determination are approved by republican state bodies of environmental protection and health of the Kyrgyz
Republic in coordination with other specially authorized state bodies in accordance with their competence.

Article 8. Types of environmental quality standards

standards and environmental quality standards system includes:

- Maximum permissible concentrations of harmful substances in the air, water, soil and subsoil;

- Maximum permissible emissions and discharges of hazardous substances;

- Maximum permissible levels of radiation exposure;

- Maximum permissible levels of loading on the environment;

- Norms of sanitary and protection zones;

- Standards for the use of natural resources;

- Maximum permissible levels of noise, vibration, electromagnetic fields and other harmful physical impacts;
- The maximum permissible limits use of chemicals in agriculture;

- Maximum permissible concentration of chemical, toxic, carcinogenic substances and biological additives in
food.

The legislation of the Kyrgyz Republic may establish other types of environmental quality standards.



Article 9. Procedure for the approval of the environmental quality standards

The standards of maximum permissible emissions and discharges of hazardous substances, the maximum
permissible level of radiation safety, maximum permissible levels of loading on the environment, health and
safety zones, maximum permissible concentrations of harmful substances in the air, water, soil, subsoil and
other natural objects, as well as standards environmentally dangerous products are approved in the order
established by the Government of the Kyrgyz Republic.

Section I1I.

Nature

Article 10. Forms of nature

Nature takes the form of general and special wildlife.

The general nature does not require any special authorization by citizens in virtue of natural rights, emerging
and existing as a result of his birth and existence (use of atmospheric air, water for drinking, medical and
sanitary needs, etc.).

(As amended by the Law of 11 June 2003 Ne 101)

Article 11. The special nature

The special nature of objects by type of use is divided into land use, use of mineral resources, forest
management, water management, use of plant and animal life, the use of ambient air.

The procedure and conditions for the use of natural resources shall be established by this Law, the natural-
resource industry laws and other normative legal acts of the Kyrgyz Republic.

Article 12. Licensing of activities related to nature and environmental protection services -
(No longer in force in accordance with the Law of the KR dated 11 June 2003 Ne 101)

Article 13. Limitation of nature

Special nature is carried out within the established limits.

Limits on the use of natural resources shall be established for nature by specially authorized state bodies on
protection of the environment, based on the volume of regulatory use (withdrawal) of natural resources, the
maximum allowable emissions and discharges of pollutants into the environment and standard of production
volumes of waste disposal, taking into account the environmental situation in the region.

Limiting divided:

- At the maximum allowable rate of extraction of natural resources from the environment;



- By the maximum permissible emission standards, emissions of harmful substances into the environment,
waste disposal.

Article 14. State registration and socio-economic assessment of natural resources

Republican state environmental protection body of the Kyrgyz Republic together with the bodies of state
statistics, other specially authorized bodies of natural resources keep records of natural resources and
recycled materials, determine their socio-economic importance.

On the specially authorized state bodies responsible for organization of state land, water, forest inventories,
inventories subsoil, fauna, specially protected natural territories and objects, as well as industrial and
consumer waste.

Article 15. Fee for use of natural resources

Special nature is carried out on a paid basis.

Payments for natural resources consist of fees for use of natural resources, fees for environmental pollution
and other negative impacts on the environment.

The fee for the use of natural resources is established for the use of natural resources within the established
limits, for excessive use of natural resources and paid to the state budget in accordance with established
procedures and used for activities on the protection and improvement of environment.

Fees are charged for pollution - emissions, discharges of pollutants, waste disposal and other types of
pollution and negative impact on the environment.

Fee for emissions, discharges of pollutants, waste disposal is transferred to legal entities and individuals
without recourse to the special accounts of the state budget funds of nature protection.

The rate of payments and regulations for nature, method of determining the fees for environmental pollution
and other negative impacts on it are being developed by the Government of the Kyrgyz Republic and
approved by the Legislative Assembly of the Jogorku Kenesh of the Kyrgyz Republic.

Payment for use of natural resources does not relieve the user of natural resources by the implementation of
measures to protect the environment, compensation for damage caused to them as a result of violation of
environmental laws, the prosecution of the offense.

Section IV.

Environmental requirements for economic and other activities

Article 16 Environmental impact assessment

Environmental impact assessment is carried out in order to prevent possible adverse effects of planned
economic and other activity on the environment.

Environmental impact assessment is carried out on the principles of its obligation to the economic decision-
making, the reasonableness, independence, objectivity, legality and transparency of its findings.

It prohibited the financing and implementation of projects related to environmental management, without a
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positive conclusion of the state ecological expertise.

Relations associated with environmental expertise, regulated by the Law of the Kyrgyz Republic "On
Environmental Impact Assessment".

Article 17. Ecological requirements to accommodate the design, construction, reconstruction and
commissioning of enterprises, structures and other objects

In the design, location, construction, reconstruction and technical re-equipment, commissioning of facilities
and activities that have a direct or indirect impact on the environment, must be provided and implemented
measures for nature conservation, sustainable use, restoration of natural resources, environmental health in
compliance with environmental regulations and the impact of the planned activities on the environment
(E1A).

Defining placements, as well as design, construction, commissioning of household objects are made in
accordance with applicable law and on the basis of the positive conclusion of the state ecological expertise.
Cannot change the approved project to the detriment of the environmental safety requirements.

It is forbidden to put into operation the objects are not secured facilities and installations for cleaning,
decontamination and disposal of hazardous waste, emissions and discharges to the level of maximum
permissible norms, means control of environmental pollution.

Article 18. Ecological requirements for the implementation of economic and other activities

In the course of its activities the economic and other entities are required to comply with the approved
technological regimes have and to ensure reliable and efficient operation of water treatment facilities,
installations and means of control, decontamination and waste management, to carry out the introduction of
environmentally friendly technologies and production, to carry out protection and rational use of land,
subsoil, water, air, forests, flora and fauna, restoration of natural resources.

Agencies engaged in commodity production in animal production and processing of agricultural products,
must have the necessary sanitary protection zones and water treatment plant.

During operation of reclamation systems and implementation of reclamation work must comply with the
conservation measures of water balance, economical use of water, protection of lands, forests from depletion,
flooding, waterlogging and the prevention of other negative effects on the environment.

Operation of hydropower stations should be carried out in strict accordance with the requirements for the
protection of fish stocks, to avoid negative changes in the environment.

Article 19. Environmental requirements during the planning and building of settlements

When planning and building of cities and other settlements shall comply with the requirements for sanitary
cleaning, decontamination, disposal, recycling or disposal of municipal waste, protect the public from
dangerous geological and hydrogeological processes, protection of historical monuments, natural monuments.
Around the towns and other settlements, environmentally harmful objects are forest-park, green, protection
zones taken out of intensive economic use of natural resources with a limited regime.

Article 20. Ecological requirements for handling radioactive materials and chemicals

In the production, storage, transportation, trade, use, neutralization and disposal of radioactive and toxic
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materials and chemicals legal and natural persons are obliged to comply with environmental requirements set
by the standards, rules, to take measures to prevent and eliminate harmful effects and immediately inform the
security institutions radiation and chemical safety in excess of these standards.

Imports for the purpose of storage or disposal of radioactive waste and materials from other states is
prohibited.

Do not use toxic chemicals that do not suffer degradation, negatively affecting human health and the
environment.

Activity of economic or other subjects related to the use of radioactive materials and toxic chemicals, carried
out in the presence of licenses (permits). Permit (license) for the management of radioactive materials and
toxic chemicals are issued by specially authorized state bodies.

Acrticle 21. Protection of the environment from the uncontrolled and harmful biological effects

It is forbidden to import, including transit of biological objects and products of their life without a quarantine
certificate. Introduction and acclimatization of unknowns for the Republic of biological objects are allowed
only for research, medical and veterinary purposes after undergoing environmental assessment. New plant
varieties, animal breeds, strains of micro-organisms of the local and foreign selection allowed to industrial
production only after passing the examination, the development of ecological security and state tests. It is
forbidden the use and cultivation of biological objects are not peculiar to the nature of the region, as well as
obtained by artificial means, without the propagation and penetration of the artificially created the genetic
material in natural communities.

In the production, reproduction, storage, transportation, trade, burial, destruction of animal and plant
organisms must be observed environmental safety measures to avoid the possibility of adverse effects on the
gene pool, as well as human health.

Avrticle 22. Protection of the environment from the effects of harmful physical impacts

Do not exceed the standards for maximum permitted levels of production and other origin of noise, vibration,
electromagnetic fields and other harmful physical impacts on human health and the environment.

Legal and physical persons are obliged to take the necessary measures to prevent and eliminate excess
production standards and other origin of noise, vibration, harmful effects of electromagnetic fields and other
harmful physical impacts on the environment.

Measures to ensure compliance with the maximum permissible standards, developed with the planning and
building of cities and other settlements, and designing the construction and reconstruction of enterprises,
departments, production lines, the establishment and development of new equipment, renovation and design,
operation of ground, water and air transport, entertainment institutions.

(As amended by the Law of 4 February 2002 Ne 22)

Article 23. Protection of the environment from industrial, household and other waste

Discharge of industrial and other wastes are permitted only in the established order in the appropriate areas. It
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is forbidden to discharge waste and sewage into the public reservoirs, underground aquifers.

Legal and physical persons are obliged to take effective measures for the disposal, processing, utilization,
storage or disposal of industrial and household waste in compliance with local environmental, sanitary-
hygienic and anti-epidemic rules and regulations.

Storage and disposal of waste produced in the places determined by the decision of local authorities in
coordination with state agencies for the protection of the environment and the health of the Kyrgyz Republic.
Storage and disposal of waste produced in the manner prescribed by law.

Burial or other potentially dangerous arrangement, particularly toxic and radioactive waste is produced under
license from the republican state environmental protection body of the Kyrgyz Republic in coordination with
the national public health authorities of the Kyrgyz Republic on specially equipped landfills.

It is prohibited placement of toxic waste, including nuclear waste, in and around towns and other settlements,
in forests, in forest park, spa, therapeutic, recreational areas and other places where there may be created a
danger to public health and the state of environment.

Article 24. Ecological requirements for military and defense facilities, military activities

Environmental requirements in this Act are fully applicable to military and defense facilities, military
activities carried out in the territory of the Kyrgyz Republic.

In accordance with the legislation of Kyrgyz Republic military administration bodies are obliged to repair the
damage caused to the environment and human health.

Article 25. Protection of the climate and the ozone layer of the atmosphere

Environmental protection from ecologically dangerous climate change, the ozone layer of the atmosphere is
provided by:

- The organization of supervision, accounting and control of the state of climate change, the ozone layer
under the influence of economic and other activity and other processes;

- The organization of collecting and accounting for the consumption of ozone-depleting substances data;

- The establishment of and compliance with standards for maximum permissible emissions of pollutants that
affect the climate and the state of the ozone layer;

- Regulation of the production and household chemicals that deplete the ozone layer;

- The use of measures of responsibility for violation of these requirements, including the suspension or
prohibition of harmful activities by the decision of the state environmental authorities of the Kyrgyz
Republic.

In accordance with the international agreements of the Kyrgyz Republic of the ministries and departments,
enterprises, institutions and organizations are obliged to reduce and subsequently completely stop the
consumption and use of chemicals, harmful effects on the ozone layer.

List of chemicals and waste production, harmful effects on the ozone layer of the atmosphere, approved by
republican state body of environmental preservation of the Kyrgyz Republic and communicated to all bodies

of state authority and administration, enterprises, institutions and organizations.
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Article 26. Environmental Standardization and Certification

The objects of environmental certification and standardization refers produced in the Kyrgyz Republic or
imported into its territory products (processes, services), which can lead to a threat to ecological safety, life
and health of the population, reproduction and rational use of natural resources.

The list of objects of environmental standardization and certification approved by the Government of the
Kyrgyz Republic.

National standards of the Kyrgyz Republic and the specifications in the field of environmental protection are
developed, approved and registered in accordance with the legislation.

Design, manufacture, supply (sale), storage, transportation, use (operation), and repair of products (goods),
the execution of processes (services) in violation of the requirements for the technical regulations, standards
and technical regulations in the field of environmental protection is prohibited.

In order to determine compliance with standards and specifications in the field of environmental conditions of
the environment carried out environmental certification in accordance with the legislation.

Article 27. The solution of environmental issues in the privatization of enterprises

With the privatization of state-owned enterprises made a clear distinction of responsibilities between the new
owners and the state for the damage they cause to the environment, property of legal entities and individuals
and health of citizens from the impact of the environment as a result of these enterprises economic activity.
With privatization and other transfer of ownership of enterprises in order to assess environmental conditions
and caused them damage to the environment is carried out environmental audits.

Article 28. Environmental Audit

Environmental audit is conducted in accordance with established by republican state body of environmental
preservation of the Kyrgyz Republic by independent experts for self-examination of the enterprise for the
purpose of prevention and elimination of violations of environmental law and to determine the potential risk
of contamination of the last activities of the enterprise.

Environmental audit performed interested in carrying out its legal entities through their own funds or funds
raised in accordance with legislation.

Section V.

Control in the field of environmental protection

Article 29. Environmental Monitoring

In order to ensure the observation of accounting, valuation, forecasting, monitoring and control of the state of
and changes in the environment and its resources in the territory of the Kyrgyz Republic established a state
system of environmental monitoring.

The structure, content and procedure of the state environmental monitoring established by the Government of
the Kyrgyz Republic.

Monitoring the state of the environment, including the cross-border transfer of pollution, the use of natural
resources is carried out by specially authorized bodies throughout the country through the observing system
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in cities, industrial centers, natural objects and separate territories, as well as enterprises, organizations and
institutions, activity which leads or may lead to environmental degradation.

Specially authorized bodies, as well as enterprises, organizations and institutions are required to charge to the
relevant state bodies, carrying out monitoring of the environment and public health, the materials of their
observations.

Article 30 in the field of environmental protection control tasks

Control in the field of environmental protection and use of natural resources has as its objectives: to monitor
the status and changes in the environment under the influence of economic and other activities, check the
implementation of measures for nature conservation, natural resource management, environmental health,
compliance with environmental legislation and regulations environmental quality.

The control system for the protection of the environment involves the state, departmental and public control.
Acrticle 31. Subjects of exercising control over the state of the environment

Economy and other subjects that affect the environment in their respective territories and objects shall
exercise control over the environment.

Ministries and administrative departments of the Kyrgyz Republic is carried out departmental control over
the environment to their subordinate objects in order to verify the implementation of measures for nature
conservation, sustainable use, restoration of natural resources, improvement of the environment and comply
with the requirements of environmental legislation.

State, supradepartmental control of the state of environmental protection and use of natural resources is
carried out national and territorial government environmental authorities of the Kyrgyz Republic. The
procedure of state control over the protection of the environment and use of natural resources is determined
by the Government of the Kyrgyz Republic.

Decisions of the republican state environmental protection body of the Kyrgyz Republic on environmental
protection, are binding for all ministries, administrative departments, citizens, businesses and other entities.
The procedure of public control in the field of environmental protection and use of natural resources shall be
regulated by the legislation on public associations, charters and regulations on them, not inconsistent with this
Law.

Article 32. Interaction of the state environmental authorities with law enforcement, customs, tax and other
state bodies of the Kyrgyz Republic

State environmental authorities of the Kyrgyz Republic in exercising their powers of interaction with law
enforcement, customs, tax and other authorities, the border forces of the Kyrgyz Republic in the manner and
on the basis determined by the legislation of the Kyrgyz Republic and established on the basis of joint acts of
inter-agency cooperation.

Section VI.

Funding for environmental protection

Article 33. Measures for Environmental Protection

In order to prevent pollution of the environment and environmental management in the Kyrgyz Republic
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takes steps to protect the environment.

Environmental protection measures provided for in international, national, sectoral, regional development
programs and schemes and distribution of productive forces, the use of natural resources, in the current and
future plans for production and financial activity of enterprises, as well as environmental programs.

Article 34. The financing of environmental protection measures

Funding for environmental protection is carried out by:

- Republican and local budgets;

- National and local environmental funds;

- Bank loans;

- Funds of enterprises, institutions and organizations;

- Voluntary contributions of legal entities and individuals;

- Other sources not prohibited by law.

Article 35. Environmental funds

In order to finance on conservation, restoration of natural resources, recovery of losses in the natural
environment, the elimination of the environmental consequences of accidents and damage compensation are
the national and local environmental funds.

Environmental funds are formed from the following sources:

- Funds received as payment for use of natural resources in accordance with Article 15 of this Law;

- Funds received as compensation for pollution damage to the environment;

- Proceeds from the sale of confiscated weapons offenses, illegally harvested (harvested, processed), natural
resources or products made of them;

- Voluntary donations of legal entities and individuals;

- Other sources not prohibited by the legislation.

The procedure of formation and use of funds of the republican and local funds of nature protection defined by
the normative legal acts of the President of the Kyrgyz Republic, the Legislative Assembly of the Jogorku
Kenesh of the Kyrgyz Republic and the Government of the Kyrgyz Republic on the proposal of the
republican state body of environmental protection of the Kyrgyz Republic.

(As amended by the Law of 4 February 2002 Ne 22)

Article 36. Ecological Insurance

To provide insurance protection of life, health and property interests of the population in the Kyrgyz Republic
is carried out voluntary and mandatory environmental insurance businesses and individuals, the objects of
their property and income in the event of environmental disasters, accidents and catastrophes, as well as
liability insurance for environmental pollution.

Legal entities and citizens engaged in environmentally hazardous types of business and other activities, are
subject to obligatory ecological insurance.

Relations associated with environmental insurance shall be regulated by legislation of the Kyrgyz Republic.

Section VII.

The zones of ecological trouble

Article 37. Zones of ecological trouble

The ecological situation in some parts of the territory of the Kyrgyz Republic can be classified according to
the degree of ecological trouble the following categories:

- Relatively satisfactory;

- Tense;

- Critical,

- Crisis or zone of ecological emergency;

- Or a catastrophic ecological disaster zone.

The criteria for the classification of ecological trouble taken by the Government of the Kyrgyz Republic.
Acrticle 38. Zones of emergency ecological situation and ecological disaster

Land in the Kyrgyz Republic, where as a result of economic and other activities, the devastating impact of
natural forces of nature or accidents, disasters stable negative changes occur in the environment, threatening
the health of the population of natural ecological systems, genetic fund of plants and animals can be declared
emergency zones (crisis) the environmental situation.

Land in the Kyrgyz Republic, which has undergone profound irreversible changes in the environment caused
a significant deterioration of the health of the population, the violation of the natural balance, the destruction
of natural ecological systems, degradation of flora and fauna can be declared zones of ecological disasters
(catastrophic).

Decision to declare zones of an ecological emergency situation or ecological disaster made by the President
of the Kyrgyz Republic.

In the zones of ecological emergency in certain regions of the Kyrgyz Republic may be prohibited or
restricted in certain types of activities and nature.

In the zones of ecological disaster Discontinued operations negatively affect the environment, suspended
operation of economic entities, other than those associated with the service of the population, limited natural
resources.

In areas of emergency ecological situation and ecological disaster held operational measures for the
restoration and reproduction of natural resources, improvement of the environment, social protection of the
population in the manner provided for by law.

Funding for the rehabilitation of areas of emergency ecological situation and ecological disaster is done at the
expense of the direct perpetrators, as well as through targeted means of the local, the national budgets,
environmental funds and other sources.

Article 39. Prevention of environmental emergencies

In the design, operation, preservation and liquidation of economic and other objects are developed and
implemented measures to prevent emergency situations and elimination of their consequences.

In the event of an accident, disaster legal and natural persons are obliged to proceed immediately to eliminate
them and promptly notify (inform) the relevant state bodies, specialized services and the population.
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Section VIII.

The competence of the state bodies, public associations the powers, rights and duties of citizens, users of
natural resources in the field of environmental protection

Article 40. Competence of the Government of the Kyrgyz Republic in the field of environmental protection
The jurisdiction of the Government of the Kyrgyz Republic in the field of environmental protection shall be
subject to:

- Management of the implementation, the activities of coordination and control of the ministries,
administrative departments, associations, enterprises, institutions and organizations;

- Control over the conduct of monitoring and regulation of the use of natural resources in the territory of the
republic;

- Approval of rates and standards of payments for natural resources, payment standards for environmental
pollution, methods for determining the fees for environmental pollution;

- The organization of the concepts of development, approval, financing, implementation and monitoring of
national, inter-regional, inter-state programs and environmental plans;

- Organization of conducting inventories of natural resources;

- Approval of the environmental safety standards, limits and nature of standards;

- Approval of the order and the size of damages caused by a breach of environmental legislation;

- Approval of the regulations on state control of the Kyrgyz Republic in the field of environmental protection
and state ecological expertise of the Kyrgyz Republic;

- Approval of the regulations of the specially authorized for the protection of the state bodies of the
environment;

- Decision to suspend or terminate the implementation of previous schemes, the development of programs
and the distribution of productive forces, irrigation, application of chemicals and other solutions if their
implementation involves the degradation of the environment;

- Determination of placement sites for decontamination and disposal of non-utilized toxic and radioactive
waste;

- Making decisions on the organization of specially protected natural territories, objects and their inclusion in
the nature reserve fund of the Kyrgyz Republic;

- Approval of the procedure of environmental insurance and the use of environmental insurance funds;

- Providing environmental education and training of citizens;

- International cooperation.

Article 41. Competence of the republican state environmental protection body of the Kyrgyz Republic
Republican state environmental authority of the Kyrgyz Republic supervises the activities of ministries,
administrative departments, enterprises, institutions and organizations in the field of environmental
protection.

The competence of the republican state environmental protection body of the Kyrgyz Republic are:
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- Implementation of a uniform state policy and integrated management in the field of environmental
protection and use of natural resources, coordination of activities of ministries, administrative departments,
enterprises, institutions and organizations in this field;

- State control over use and protection of land, mineral resources, surface and ground waters, air, forests and
other vegetation, fauna, as well as compliance with environmental safety standards;

- Organization of environmental monitoring;

- Organization of development, the development and adoption of rules, regulations, instructions, standards
and regulation of the use of natural resources and environmental standards from pollution and other harmful
effects;

- The organization of public administration body, authorized to carry out work in the field of environmental
certification, conducting environmental certification of environmental facilities, natural resources, products
and raw materials, industrial and consumer waste, processes and services, aimed at ensuring environmental
safety and the prevention of environmental harm to the environment , the issuance of environmental
certificates, the accreditation of certification bodies for environmental, protection of environmental
management systems, eco-analytical laboratories;

- Implementation of the state ecological examination;

- Receive free of charge from the ministries, administrative departments, enterprises, institutions and
organizations of environmental information;

- Termination of the right to use natural resources, decision-making on restriction, suspension, termination of
environmentally harmful activities;

- Issuing licenses for utilization, placement, destruction and disposal of toxic materials and substances,
including radioactive waste, certificates for use, import, export and sale of natural resources in accordance
with the legislation of Kyrgyz Republic;

- Limitation, suspension or termination of activities of enterprises and other facilities if their operation is
carried out in violation of environmental laws or exceeding emissions limits and discharges of pollutants;

- Development of regional, state, international environmental programs;

- The organization of accounting and valuation of natural resources, maintenance of the state cadastre of
natural resources;

- Development and implementation of the economic mechanism of environmental protection and
environmental management, collection and adjustment of the size of payment for use of natural resources;

- Management of natural reserve fund of the Kyrgyz Republic, maintenance of the Red Book of the Kyrgyz
Republic, the organization of the natural reserve of the case;

- Coordination of activities of other specially authorized state bodies for the protection of the environment
and use of natural resources;

- Participation in the organization of the system of general continuous environmental education and training
of citizens;

- International cooperation in the field of environmental protection, ecological safety of products and
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processes, research, compilation and dissemination of international experience, to ensure fulfillment of the
obligations of the Kyrgyz Republic in accordance with international agreements in the field of environmental
protection.

Decisions of national and territorial government environmental authorities of the Kyrgyz Republic on issues
within their competence, are obligatory for all legal entities and individuals, and can be appealed in court.
(In edition of the Law of the Kyrgyz Republic on February 4, 2002 Ne 22, June 11, 2003 Ne 101)

Article 42. Competence of local state administrations and local self-government

Local state administrations and local authorities in the field of environment protection in their jurisdictions
are involved in the development of environmental programs and the implementation of environmental
protection measures and act in accordance with the laws regulating the activities of local authorities.

Acrticle 43. Competence of specially authorized state by environmental authorities

The competence of the specially authorized state bodies for the protection of the environment is determined
by the provisions approved by the Government of the Kyrgyz Republic.

Article 44. Rights and obligations of officials of state bodies of the Kyrgyz Republic on environmental
protection

Officials of national and territorial state environmental authorities and other specially authorized state bodies
for the protection of the Kyrgyz Republic are obliged to ensure the fulfillment of their functions in the
prescribed manner and in accordance with their authority have the right to:

- Free access to the established procedure for the presentation of the business card of the enterprise,
institution, organization, markets (souks), military units, special objects and services of military units,
internal affairs and national security bodies, examine documents, test results, other materials necessary for the
the performance of their official duties;

- Check compliance with environmental legislation, environmental quality standards, the implementation of
measures for the protection of nature, the work of sewage treatment plants and other environmental
equipment, means of their control;

- Establish guidelines sources of pollution emissions and discharges of pollutants of the environment;

- To appoint the state ecological expertise, to ensure control of the implementation of its conclusions;

- Demand the elimination of the identified deficiencies, give directions or to sign the resolution, design,
construction, reconstruction, commissioning and operation of facilities;

- To carry out the detention of offenders, conducting personal searches and inspection of things, to seize
objects or weapons offenses (including illegally obtained objects of nature), carry out the inspection of
vehicles;

- To consider cases on administrative offenses in the field of environmental protection and use of natural
resources, impose on the guilty fines and other administrative sanctions, if necessary, refer cases to law
enforcement agencies to bring the perpetrators to criminal liability, to sue in court for damages caused by
environmental medium;

- To store, carry and use service firearms and special equipment while on duty in accordance with the
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legislation, as well as uniforms with signs of the differences in accordance with the provisions approved by
the Government of the Kyrgyz Republic;

- Impose restrictions on construction, renovation, technology change, for work on the use of natural resources
and other activities carried out in violation of environmental laws, standards, rules and regulations on the
protection and use of natural resources;

- Prohibit, suspend the operation and use of natural resources, to restrict emissions and discharges, physical
and other environmental impact associations, enterprises, institutions and organizations, individual shops,
stations, installations and other facilities, regardless of ownership, which are carried out with gross or
systematic violations of standards, norms and rules of protection and use of natural resources, operation of
facilities and environmental protection facilities;

- Prohibit the manufacture, import, use of products, substances and materials, the application of which leads
to pollution or environmental degradation, damages to human health;

- To suspend or prohibit the operation of vehicles and other mobile installations and facilities with emissions
exceeding the established norms;

- Prohibit the import, export, release, resettlement and acclimatization of animals and plants which may lead
to damage to dwelling (which grow) in the territory of the republic of the animal and flora;

- To take other measures aimed at the implementation of this Law and other regulations on environmental
protection.

Article 45. Rights of public associations

Public associations and formation of performing ecological functions, are entitled to:

- To develop and promote its environmental programs to protect the environmental rights and interests of the
population, to develop ecological awareness, involve volunteer citizens for active environmental protection
activities;

- At the expense of own and borrowed funds and the voluntary participation of labor to perform work for the
protection and restoration of natural resources, improving the environment;

- Assist the state bodies of environmental protection in the fight against infringements of environmental
legislation;

- To create public funds for the protection of nature and spend their funds for environmental activities;

- Obtain timely and complete information on environmental pollution, the state of nature conservation;

- Organize meetings, rallies, demonstrations, collection of signatures, include a proposal to hold referenda,
bills discussions population on issues of environmental protection in accordance with the legislation of the
Kyrgyz Republic;

- Require the appointment of the state ecological expertise, act outlining the environmental platforms in print,
on radio and television;

- To conduct public environmental review;

- Participate in the checks of compliance with environmental legislation;
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- To demand the prosecution of officials responsible for causing harm to the environment, to demand their
release from their positions, to bring court proceedings for compensation for damage to health and property
of citizens, caused by violation of environmental legislation.

Activities in the field of environmental protection associations and environmental groups in accordance with
their statutes and current legislation.

(As amended by the Law of 4 February 2002 Ne 22)

Article 46. The rights and duties of citizens in the field of environmental protection

Citizens have the right to:

- Participate in the development and implementation of environmental protection measures, management, and
comprehensive utilization of natural resources, including the legislative process;

- To use in the prescribed manner of natural resources;

- Create a public conservation groups;

- To receive complete and accurate information about the state of the environment and public health, as
planned for the construction of production facilities;

- To participate in public environmental review;

- On environmental education;

- To make claims and lawsuits against businesses, organizations, institutions, officials and citizens for
damages caused to nature, health and property as a result of the adverse effects on the environment.

Citizens are obliged to:

- Take care of the environment and natural resources;

- Comply with the requirements of environmental legislation and comply with the instructions of state bodies
of environmental protection;

- In the manufacture of goods, other products to ensure their safety and environmental harmlessness to human
health;

- To compensate the damage caused to the environment.

Citizens (their associations) are not allowed to disseminate false (unchecked) environmental information,
which can lead to adverse political, economic and social consequences.

Article 47. Rights and duties of nature

A nature has the right to:

- Use of natural resources for the purpose for which they were given to him;

- Use in the prescribed manner the natural resources for other needs, ensuring the achievement of the main
goal;

- Use of other natural resources without compromising the properties of the environment;

- Transfer of natural resources in the secondary use in cases stipulated by law;

- Introduce different limits for other organizations and citizens in the cases stipulated by law;

- Claim damages inflicted by lawful or unlawful acts;

- To demand redress.
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A nature user shall:

- Rational use of natural resources for the purpose for which they were given to him;

- Monitor compliance with the legislation by secondary users of natural resources;

- Do not violate the rights and legal interests of other natural resources;

- Comply with statutory requirements and the use, conservation protection, environmental restoration limit
protection;

- Contain belonging to him on the right of ownership, economic management or the right of operational
management structure, facilities and territories associated with the use of natural resources, in a state that
does not harm the environment.

The legislation of the Kyrgyz Republic may establish other rights and obligations of natural resources.

Section IX.

Education, training, research, information in the field of environmental protection

Article 48. Environmental education and training

In order to acquire the necessary knowledge to improve the environmental culture of the society and
professional training provides continuous education and training in the field of environmental
protection from family and preschool institutions.

State environmental authorities, education and other state bodies and public organizations, mass
media disseminate environmental knowledge, conduct propaganda of respect for the environment
and natural resources.

Article 49. Scientific research in the field of environmental protection

Basic and applied research projects in areas providing science-based environmental and natural
resources, is a priority.

In order to research environmental protection research is ongoing:

- To develop the scientific bases of environmental policy, the creation of advanced low-waste and
non-waste technological processes and technical means to ensure the environmental safety of
industrial, transport, agricultural and other enterprises, structures and objects during their operation;
- To ensure economically efficient, conservation of natural resources;

- The creation of funds and monitoring of the state of the environment, production management,
trouble-free and safe operation of the equipment;

- To determine the carrying capacity of the environment and the study of the processes occurring in
the environment under the influence of human activities;

- To develop ways to prevent, reduce and eliminate the consequences of the harmful effects on the
environment;

- The restoration of the required quality of the environment;

- For the development of environmental standards and environmental specifications and technical
documentation;

- To study the environmental impact on the health of the population and the development of
effective prevention of negative influence of harmful environmental factors on the human body;

- The study of biodiversity and conservation measures.

(As amended by the Law of 4 February 2002 Ne 22)

Article 50. Environmental information

Every citizen or organization has the right to access information held by public authorities for
environmental information under the provisions of this Act. For these purposes, in periodicals
published quarterly environmental newsletters.

22



Ministries, administrative departments and other agencies that have information about the
environment, are required to provide information at the request of citizens and organizations.
Environmental information provided by public authorities on the applicant's written request for a fee
not exceeding the cost of engineering (copying, diskette, etc.) and labor costs for its preparation.
The term of consideration of the application for 6 weeks.

Public authorities may refuse to provide information on the environment, if it hurts:

- International relations;

- The military interests of the state;

- The preservation of commercial secrets of enterprises;

- Investigation of the criminal case.

Reject the application must contain the reason for the refusal and its justification.

Section X.

Responsibility for environmental offenses. Dispute resolution in the field of environmental
protection

Article 51. Responsibility for environmental offenses

For the commission of environmental offenses natural and legal persons shall bear disciplinary,
administrative, criminal, civil liability in accordance with this Law and other legislative acts of the
Kyrgyz Republic.

Attraction to disciplinary, administrative or criminal responsibility does not exempt perpetrators
from the obligation of compensation of the damage caused to the environment.

Article 52. Disciplinary liability for environmental offenses

Officials and other responsible employees of enterprises, institutions and organizations in
accordance with the provisions, statutes, internal regulations and other regulations shall be subject to
disciplinary action for non-compliance on conservation and rational use of natural resources, for the
violation of environmental quality standards and the requirements of environmental legislation
arising from employment functions or duties.

Officials and other employees, through whose fault enterprises, institutions and organizations have
incurred expenses for damages caused by an environmental offense, bear the full financial
responsibility to the enterprises, institutions and organizations.

Article 53 Administrative and criminal penalties for environmental offenses

Officials and citizens who commit environmental offenses, bear administrative and criminal
responsibility in accordance with the Kyrgyz legislation.

Bringing to administrative responsibility does not absolve the perpetrators from the obligation to
redress the damage caused.

Article 54. Compensation for damage caused by an environmental offense

Legal entities and individuals, including foreign, causing damage to the environment, health and
property of citizens, legal persons and state pollution, damage, destruction, damage, unsustainable
use of natural resources, destruction of natural ecological systems and other environmental offenses
are obliged to compensate it in its entirety in accordance with the Civil Code of the Kyrgyz Republic
and other regulatory legal acts of the Kyrgyz Republic.

Compensation for damage caused to the environment as a result of environmental offenses, made
voluntarily or by a court decision in accordance with the duly approved rates and methods of
calculating the amount of damage, and in their absence - at cost on the restoration of the
environment, taking into account the losses incurred, including loss of profits.

The amount of damage exacted by the court, listed in the republican or local environmental funds.
Damage caused to the health of citizens from the adverse effects of the environment caused by the
activities of legal entities and individuals shall be compensated in full to the extent that the victim's
disability, his treatment costs, recovery of health, patient care, and other expenses, as well as
pensions or allowances in accordance with the Kyrgyz legislation.

The damage caused to the health of citizens, is made on the basis of a court decision on the claim of
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the victim, his next of kin, legal representatives, trade union bodies or prosecutor.

The amount of money for the harm to public health shall be recovered from the tortfeasor or
enterprise, institution or organization, which he represents, if it is impossible to establish them - at
the expense of the funds of nature protection.

The damage caused to the property of citizens, legal persons and the state as a result of the adverse
effects of the environment caused by economic or other activities, shall be compensated in full
tortfeasor.

In determining the volume, caused to the property of citizens as a result of the adverse effects of
environmental damage caused by the activities of legal entities and individuals, accounted for the
actual damage associated with the destruction and depreciation of buildings, residential and
industrial premises, equipment, property, land, production from this area and lost profits.

If there are several persons who caused the harm, caused harm jointly, jointly and severally liable in
accordance with applicable law.

In the process of privatization of residual contamination or damage caused to the environment in the
past, prior to 1992, it is regarded as an object of state responsibility. In other cases, said the
responsibility of the established order legal or natural persons - owners of object-pollutant.

Article 55. Corporate liability for environmental pollution

For pollution legal persons held liable in accordance with applicable law.

Article 56. Settlement in the area of protection of the environment debate

Disputes in the field of environmental protection between enterprises, institutions, organizations and
citizens shall be settled by local state administrations and local self-government bodies of
environmental protection in the order established by the legislation of the Kyrgyz Republic.
Disputes not falling within their competence, shall be settled by the Government of the Kyrgyz
Republic, or by the court.

Inter-state disputes in the field of environmental protection shall be settled in accordance with
international law.

Section XI.

International relations in the field of environmental protection

Article 57. International relations and the principles of international cooperation in the field of environmental
protection

In order to ensure universal ecological safety in the interest of present and future generations of people, the
Kyrgyz Republic carries out international environmental cooperation and is guided by the following
principles:

- Everyone has the right to live in favorable environmental conditions;

- The state has the right to use the environment and natural resources for development to ensure the needs of
its citizens;

- Environmental well-being of one state can not be achieved at the expense of other states, or without regard
to their interests;

- State activities should not damage the environment;

- Conducting a systematic analysis of natural and environmental aspects of the development of external
cooperation, respect for the fundamental principle of mutual benefit;

- The establishment of mutual control of the state of and changes in the environment and its resources on the
basis of internationally recognized criteria and parameters;
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- The international exchange of scientific and technical information on environmental issues; creation of an
environmental, training environmental specialists;

- Mutual aid states in environmental emergencies;

- Peaceful resolution in the field of environmental protection disputes;

- A combination of the activities of international organizations with the national interests of the Kyrgyz
Republic.

International relations should be built taking into account:

- Environmental impacts and assess the economic impact of the export abroad of natural resources;

- Commercial losses from the sale of natural resources in the world market at low prices;

- Lost revenue from the supply of natural resources in the form of unprocessed or slaboobrabotannom;

- Assessment of environmental damage resulting from the extraction of natural resources;

- The use of the environmentally clean and low-waste technology in joint ventures;

- Cooperation between public environmental organizations;

- Publicity of foreign economic relations.

Article 58. International treaties in the field of environmental protection

If an international treaty to which the Kyrgyz Republic is party establishes rules other than those contained in
the legislation of the Kyrgyz Republic on environmental protection, the rules of the international treaty.
Section XII.

Final provisions

Article 59. Enactment of this Law

This Act shall come into force from the date of publication.

From the date of entry into force of this Act shall be abrogated:

- Kyrgyz Republic Law "On Environmental Protection™ (Bulletin of the Supreme Council of the Republic of
Belarus, 1991, Ne 8, Article 242.);

- The Supreme Council of the Republic of Kyrgyzstan Regulation “On the procedure of enactment of the Law
of the Kyrgyz Republic” On Environmental Protection "(Bulletin of the Supreme Council of the Republic of
Belarus, 1991, Ne 8, Article 243.).

The Government of the Kyrgyz Republic within three months to bring their normative legal acts into
conformity with this Act.

Until the legislation of the Kyrgyz Republic in accordance with this Law shall apply only to those legal acts
which are not contrary to this Act.
