REAL ESTATE APPRAISAL ACTIVITIES
CHAPTER 1

GENERAL PROVISIONS

Article 1 of the Law
This law establishes a framework for the implementation of the Republic of Armenia real estate
evaluation activity and regulates relations connected with real estate activities.

Article 2. Scope

This law applies to the real estate appraisal activities in the Republic of Armenia.

If relations between the Republic of Armenia, legal acts regulating the privatization of state
property valuation standards other than those specified in this Law, the rules established by legal
acts regulating the privatization.

This law does not apply to the assessment of real estate cadastral implementation by Armenia of
the authorized state body for real estate cadastre.

Article 3. Legislation on Real Estate Valuation
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Real estate valuation activities regulated by the Civil Code of the Republic of Armenia, this Law,
standard valuation in Armenia and other normative legal acts, as well as international treaties of
the Republic of Armenia.

Article 4. Basic Concepts Used

The following definitions used in this law,

The decision of the cadastral value of the real estate cadastre assessment of real estate in the
Republic of Armenia (hereinafter legislation) prescribed.

Real estate appraisal, real estate market or the market value of the difference value decision
targeted by this law, the standard valuation Republic of Armenia and other legal acts of the
evaluation of the entirety of the relevant fee.

The price of real estate market price of the transaction between the parties in the real estate
market.

Real Estate, open and competitive market, owned by the real estate seller and buyer knowingly,
subject to all the conditions of fair trade and legal actions resulting from the most probable selling
price of the emerging real estate, which can be determined by the appraiser for real estate
objects: real estate appraisal.

Real Estate Assessment Report - a document that contains the information provided by this law,
the assessment standard established by law and real estate appraisal (the date) determined in real
estate value.

real estate evaluation (the evaluation) individual, which by this Law shall be provided from the real
estate appraiser qualification certificate.

Article 5. Subjects of Real Estate Valuation
For purposes of this valuation of real estate appraisal activities are subject to legal and physical
persons, and property valuation work orders in civil haraberwtyunneri subjects.

Article 6: Assessment of real estate objects

For purposes of this property assessment units are considered real property, land, subsoil,
isolated water objects, forests, perennial plantings, underground and above-ground buildings,
structures and land attached to other property, that is, objects which can not be ground off
without these u causing damage to property or land change their purpose or result in the
termination or intended purpose of the impossibility of further use.

Article 7 standard and its application to real estate valuation

1. Standard valuation Republic of Armenia (hereinafter referred to as the evaluation standard), as
well as evaluator of conduct set by the Government of the Republic of Armenia based on
international valuation standards and rules of conduct, which is required by the assessors.

2. Evaluation Standard shall contain:

1) immovable property rights, quantitative and qualitative characteristics.

2) valuation methods.

3) The requirements for registration of real estate valuation.
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4) links to other regulations.
5) The appraiser's conduct requirements.

Article 8. Mandatory assessment of the real estate cases

Real estate assessment mandatory:

1) State-owned or municipal real property acquisition, except for state property and privatization
of state or municipal land acquisition cases.

2) real estate acquisition (taking) at a state or municipal needs cases.

3) Where the immovable property or investment of the funds of the entity;

4) In case of sale of immovable property seizure.

5) In other cases, the legislation of Armenia.

CHAPTER 2 REAL ESTATE APPRAISAL ACTIVITIES OF THE ORGANIZATION

Article 9. Organization and Implementation of Real Estate Valuation

1. Activities of real estate appraisal organized and carried out by legal entities and individual
entrepreneurs, which is based on the order of real estate valuation by individuals through the
adjuster.

2. In accordance with the procedure established by the legislation of the agreement concluded
between the legal basis of the order of real estate valuation and real estate appraisal entities
(hereinafter contract).

Article 10. Contract requirements

1. The contract shall be in writing in the manner prescribed by law.

2. The contract must contain the required information,

1) the date and the number of qualification certificate issued by the assessor performing the job
action.

2) evaluation of real estate title, purposeful and functional significance.

3) the date and the date of valuation.

4) the amount of payment of real estate assessments.

5) evaluation of the real estate value of the defined standard.

3. The contract may contain other information as prescribed by the legislation.

Article 11. The mandatory reporting requirements on real estate valuation

1. Real estate valuation results are formulated in the form of a written document, the assessment
report.

2. The report shall contain mandatory evaluation of real estate:

1) the names of entities in real estate valuation, legal addresses.

2) real estate valuations and date of examination.

3) references to the classic three methods of valuation standards of real estate evaluation, real
estate property valuation and the impossibility for one or two classic methods of their application
in case of a reasonable explanation.

4) evaluation of real estate rights and limitations.

5) real estate valued inputs, the sources of their authenticity.

6) the result of the evaluation object description.
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7) real estate value gnahashvarknere shaped the values and their coordination resulting from the
application of three classical valuation methods, and the real estate object valuation for one or
two classic methods of application impossible if applied classical method (s) resulting in the real
gnahashvarknere value of the property.

8) commercial real estate valuation data privacy terms.

9) the best and most efficient use of real estate analysis, if the customer requests it.

10) the list of documents used for property valuation.

11) to the customer or third parties, assessor responsibility.

12) evaluator's name, signature, license number.

3. Real estate valuations are not allowed to report:

1) unsubstantiated comments and opinions by real estate valuation.

2) to publish information that constitutes a commercial secret according to the legislation.

3) express the real estate appraisal value determined in equivalent currency.

4. Real estate valuation report is approved appraiser's signature (if sole proprietor) or the
signature of the head of the executive body of the legal entity with which the assessor has signed
an employment contract, as well as the number of sheets. each printed report and a numbered
and signed by the assessor.

5. The general requirements are defined in the evaluation report on the real estate appraisal
standards.

Article 12. Application of the Real Estate Assessment Report

1. Real estate valuation report (the report) can be used for real estate acquisition, leasing,
mortgage and performing other transactions with respect to real estate decisions in the cases
referred to in Article 8 of this law.

2. Real estate evaluation (re-evaluation) report results can be the basis of the balance sheet of
legal entities and for the implementation of the relevant formalities related thereto.

Report data, as well as the real estate appraisal value calculated reliability problems can be
explained based on the application of each of the subjects of real estate activity on the initiative of
the authorized body or authority, and disputes concerning them in case of court.

Article 14. Independence of the grader

The independent evaluator of real estate valuation and real estate valuation exercise carried out
by the present law, the assessment standards and legislation.

Article 15 - Real estate valuation and appraisal rights and obligations of persons engaged in
activities

(Title amended, 08.12.11 HO-336-N)

1. The persons conducting the evaluation of real estate activity have the right to:

1) evaluating the need to request information from customer provides real estate valuation,
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except in the manner prescribed by the legislation of a state, official and commercial secrets,
information and this information will be determined by the credibility of the report indicate that
the value of real estate.

2) failure to provide information required by the customer and in case of violation of the
conditions of refusing to provide real estate valuation.

3) an assessment of baseline data and other information obtained in the manner prescribed by
law, including to obtain information on the performance of third parties.

4) participate in the discussion of issues related to its activities and study all documents related
questions.

5) decisions of the authorized body about its activities in real estate assessment appeal courts.

6) use other rights established by law.

2. Real Estate Appraisal Companies are obliged to implement,

1) report confirmed the signature and ensure proper implementation of their obligations under
the treaty.

2) maintain customer and documents received from third parties in the property valuation reports
in paper or electronic copies, together with the manner and within the period prescribed by law.
3) copies of the reports in the cases specified in legislation or contain information on the value of
real estate, in addition to customers, to provide the relevant authorities.

4) After signing with the assessor or the termination of the employment contract employment
contract within fifteen working days to submit a copy of the authorized body.

3. The assessors shall have the right to:

1) evaluation of the application of international standards in accordance with other valuation
methods.

2) use of the rights provided for in paragraph 1 of this Article.

4. The evaluator must:

1) real estate assessment of this law, the evaluation standard and according to the law.

2) carefully and save the original post in a visible place for clients, the qualification certificate.

3) report confirmed the signature.

4) to make this Article 2, paragraph 2 and 3 of the Constitution of duties.

5) to refuse the implementation of the assessment, if the real estate is not enough information to
draw up a report evaluating the mandatory requirements established by this Law and standard
assessment.

Article 16. Rights and Obligations of the Client

1. The customer has the right to:

1) persons active in the real estate valuation and appraisal, ask for the original qualification
certificate.

2) to choose a real estate assessment activities individuals.

3) the patent office or the judicial body of appeal to challenge the reliability of property valuation.
4) to require persons engaged in real estate activities proper performance of contractual
obligations.

5) other rights defined benefit legislation.

2. The customer is obliged to:

1) (repealed on 1 08.12.11 HO-336-N)

2) provide the persons carrying out evaluation activities necessary documents for real estate
valuation and reliable information.
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3) not to interfere and not to interfere in the process of real estate valuation.
4) duly perform its contractual obligations.

5) assume other responsibilities prescribed by law.

Article 17 - Real estate valuation and appraisal activities shall be submitted to binding
requirements and restrictions

1. The person carrying out the activity of real estate assessment of the client's request, as a way
of ensuring the liability, the customer is obliged to insure his account possible financial damage
that may occur due to violations of professional real estate appraisers, as a result of
underestimation or overestimation of real estate.

2. Real estate assessment activities shall have no right to exercise real property referred to in
Article 8 of this law, if the immovable property of the participant or legal entity founding
shareholder ownership, as well as other liabilities or claims with respect to its property.

3. The restriction provided for in paragraph 2 of this Article shall also apply to the estimator.

4. appraiser appraiser qualification certificate revocation reason of breach of limitation provided
for in the second paragraph of this Article, and report the real estate valuation has no legal basis.
5. The intervention of the customer or other interested parties in the evaluation of real estate,
which can be underestimated or overestimated the value of the property, leading to an early
resolution agreement with the client and the reimbursement of expenses incurred to date by the
customer or other interested person conducting the assessment of real estate activity .

Article 18. Fees for Real Estate Valuation

1. The amount of payment of real estate valuation and other terms are determined by the real
estate activities of the client and the service contract concluded pursuant to the provisions of the
Civil Code of the Republic of Armenia.

2. The fee for real estate appraisers can not be determined by the size of the total value of the real
estate.

CHAPTER 3 REAL ESTATE APPRAISAL ACTIVITIES REGULATION

Article 20. Qualification Test procedure for real estate assessment, organization and
implementation

1. The assessment of professional qualification (the qualification) is organized and carried out by
the authorized body through qualification examinations.

2. Qualifying Examinations Committee accepts the qualification by the authorized body, composed
of representatives of the competent authorities and the evaluators for at least five years of
professional experience, with their consent.

3. The qualification procedure shall be determined by the terms of the qualification test, check the
list of documents necessary for participation, deadlines for their submission, verification of the
applicant for the proposed issues or problems, the procedure for the assessment of examination
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results, the time allowed for the test, or other legal documents or to use the technical resources
the number of units required to receive a certificate of qualification, the procedure for appealing
the test results, as well as other provisions aimed at proper implementation. thematic
guestionnaires for inspection and preparation of the proposed issues or problems with authority.
Thematic questionnaires shall be published in the official website of the authorized body not later
than three months before the date of the inspection.

The examination shall be carried out by technical means. The applicant previously introduced the
order and conditions of the facilities.

Qualification Testing of the date, time and place of the applicant shall be duly informed at least 5
working days before the inspection.

The examination shall be conducted in public. The inspection process can be videotaped, filmed
and recorded.

the results of the audits properly notified to the applicant immediately after the end of the
inspection.

4. Qualification Commission to submit proposals to the competent authority to grant the applicant
a certificate of qualification.

5. A re-assessment is carried out once every three years.

6. The names of persons qualified in the assessment are published each year by the authorized
agency official website.

Article 21 Validity of certificate

1. The certificate shall be issued for three years.

2. In case of loss (losing, destruction, etc.), the assessor shall disclose its authorized body to
receive a copy of the certificate.

3. The authorized body must provide a copy of the certificate from the date of submitting the
application to the assessor within 10 days. upper right corner of the "Duplicate" duplicates
certificate.

4. A copy of the certificate is lost or rendered unusable copy of the certificate issued in accordance
with this Article.

5. In case of change of name or surname grader, after such changes have taken legal effect within
15 days, the assessor must apply for reissuance of the license to the authorized body, attaching
documents verifying the relevant information.

6. The certificate is revised by the authorized appraiser after submission of the application and
relevant documents within 5 days.

Article 22. WITHDRAWAL OF CERTIFICATE

1. A certificate shall be terminated:

1) documents submitted for obtaining a certificate in case of false or distorted information.

2) If the assessor incapable or recognition of certain activities or final judgment or decision on
deprivation of the right.

3) death or declaring him dead assessor of the court decision comes into force.

4) The appraiser application.

5) the period of the qualification certificate.

6) If the assessor assessment report after committing violations (breaches) the requirements and
conditions of this law, the assessment standard or other normative legal acts within one year, at
least four other reports of violations committed by them.

7) in other cases prescribed by law.
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validity of the certificate, the certificate is terminated by repealing.

2. Paragraph 1 of this Article, 1 st, 2 nd, 4 th and 6 of the grounds specified in paragraphs
certificate is terminated by the decision of the authorized body on the basis of the professional
opinion of the committee.

The decision on the revocation of the certificate of the authorized body may be appealed in court
within one month.

3.1 of Part 1 of this article, on the grounds provided for in paragraphs 2, 4 and 6 of the certificate
shall be deemed withdrawn following the day the decision of the competent authority.

4. The 3-based license provided for in Paragraph 1 of this Article shall be deemed terminated
evaluator or her death the deceased tsanachelu court ruling enters into force.

5. The operation license on the grounds provided for in paragraph 5 of Part 1 of this Article shall
be deemed to have terminated the certificate, provided by this law expires the next day.

6. This Article 1, paragraph 1 and 6 of the Constitution of the grounds for termination of the
license only if the person is entitled to apply for a new certificate for one year after termination of
the certificate.

7. The operation is based on the qualification certificate provided for in point 4 of Part 1 of this
article shall be deemed terminated if, within three working days after the decision has been made
by the body, except if the patent applicant instituted administrative proceedings regarding real
estate appraisal activities.

In case of an administrative proceeding shall be the day when the license is suspended
administrative proceedings.

8. The decision to suspend the certificate by the authorized body within 3 business days after the
date when the decision was duly given or sent to the assessor.

Article 23 of the Regulation and Supervision of real estate evaluation, qualification, shall
(Heading edited by HO-336-N, 08.12.11)

1. The authorized body for regulating and supervising the professional qualifications of real estate
evaluation, real estate evaluation activity of individuals is determined by the decision of the
Government of the Republic of Armenia.

2. The competent authority shall:

1) approve the composition and regulations of professional evaluators. Professional Committee
composed of representatives of the competent authorities and the evaluators for at least five
years of professional work experience with the consent of their rotation period of three years.

2) approve the procedure for qualification of assessors, thematic questionnaires, composition and
competence of the committee charter.

3) approve the qualification certificate form.

4) organization through the Certification Committee, and holds a professional qualification
examinations assessors.

5) based on the relevant committee's report, is a decision within three days issue a decision
granting a qualification certificate or a copy, reformulation and suspension of action. If not render
a decision within this period, the Commission's decision is the decision of the authorized body.

6) professional real estate valuation exercise control through the activity of this Law and by the
evaluators, evaluation standards and procedures established by law, the enforcement of
regulations, including:

a. upon application of the persons concerned or in accordance with the procedure established by
the authorized body and the annual schedule of studies, participants of real estate valuation and
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values needed to perform their professional studies and reports, which are drawn up in
accordance with the conclusions,

b. Violations of record in the case of subjects of real estate activity, or three working days to
properly deliver a copy of the evaluation report of the expert conclusion,

c. Each year the official website to publish the names of persons qualified appraiser.

7) perform other functions prescribed by legislation regarding property assessment.

CHAPTER 4 RESPONSIBILITY FOR INFRINGEMENT OF THIS LAW

Article 24. Responsibility for violation of this law.

This real estate activity for breaking the law of persons, property valuation appraisers and clients,
as well as persons authorized body responsible are held accountable under the law.

Article 25 Transitional provision

The law of real estate appraisers re-organized and implemented two years after the entry into

force of this Law.
