LAW
REPUBLIC OF TAJIKISTAN

ON ENVIRONMENTAL EXPERTISE

This Law defines the principles and procedures for environmental impact assessment and aims to prevent the
harmful effects of the planned economic and other activity on the environment and related social, economic and
other consequences of the implementation of the object of ecological examination.

CHAPTER 1. GENERAL PROVISIONS

Article 1. Basic Concepts

In the present Law the following basic concepts:

- The customer - the public authority, public and international organizations, individuals and legal entities who are
interested in the environmental impact assessment;

- Environmental impact assessment - to determine the possible environmental impact of the planned economic and
other activity, anticipated changes in the environment, as well as the prediction of its state in the future in order to
decide on the possibility or impossibility of implementation of design solutions;

- Materials on environmental impact assessment - and pre-project documents, determining the environmental impact
of the planned economic and other activity;

environmental standard - the maximum allowable level of exposure to the environment during production, snoring,
transportation, use and disposal;

- Proposed economic and other activities - as reflected in the project or other documentation for the construction
work, reconstruction of objects, their operation, other activity, which is associated with the use of natural resources
and (or) may have an impact on the environment;

- Design or other documentation - national and local projects, industry concept, forecasts, programs and schemes,
town-planning projects, architectural and construction projects,

draft technical regulations, in this Act referred to the objects of ecological expertise, different, equal to them
documents, classified in accordance with normative legal acts of the Republic of Tajikistan to such facilities;

- Developer of the project or other documentation - organization and individual entrepreneurs engaged in
development of the project or other documentation;

- Transboundary impact - the impact on the environment of a foreign country, which may be caused by the planned
on the territory of the Republic of Tajikistan economic and other activities;

- Environmental impact assessment - establishment of compliance or non-compliance of the project or other
documentation on the protection of the legal requirements of the environment and rational use of natural resources,
including technical regulations;

- Expert of state ecological examination - a person who has expertise and has sufficient experience, necessary for an
environmental impact assessment has been called in the prescribed manner by the authorized state body in the field
of environmental expertise to conduct the state ecological examination and (or) officials of state bodies responsible
to carry out state environmental impact assessment;

- Conclusion of the state environmental review -

document, which is compiled on the basis of the state ecological examination and contains the conclusion about the
impact of the planned economic and other activity on the environment.

Article 2. Legislation of the Republic of Tajikistan in the field of expertise ekologicheskon

Legislation of the Republic of Tajikistan on environmental assessment, based on the Constitution of the Republic of
Tajikistan and consists of this Law and other normative legal acts of the Republic of Tajikistan and international
legal acts recognized by Tajikistan.

Article 3. Basic principles of state policy in the field of environmental impact assessment

The main principles of the state policy in the field of environmental impact assessment are:

- Presumption of ecological hazard of the planned economic and other activity;

mandatory state environmental review;

- The complexity of environmental impact assessment of the planned economic and other activity;

- Compulsory registration of environmental safety during the examination;

- The accuracy and completeness of the information provided in the environmental impact assessment;
- Independence of the environmental impact assessment experts;

- Scientific validity, objectivity and legitimacy of expert opinions;

- Transparency, participation of civil society organizations, taking into account public opinion;
liability of the members of environmental expertise and stakeholders for the organization, conduct and quality,
environmental impact assessment.



Article 4. Goals and objectives of environmental impact assessment

1. The objectives of the environmental impact assessment are:

- Prevention of the possible negative consequences of examination of objects and their adverse effects on human
health, natural resources, environment, environmental, public safety, including the prevention of harm caused by
them in the exercise of administrative, economic, investment and other activities to implement the objects of
examination;

- Ensuring environmental forecasting on the basis of information about the status and possible changes in
environmental conditions due to the location and development of the productive forces, do not lead to negative
impacts on human health, natural resources, environment and ecological security of the society.

2. The objectives of the environmental impact assessment are:

- Evaluation of the effectiveness, validity and adequacy of measures to protect public health, management of natural
resources, protection of the environment in the examination of objects;

- Evaluation of the correctness of the customer or the developer of the project the degree of environmental risk and
danger of the proposed activity;

- Assessment of compliance with environmental standards of examination of objects, planned for use in the stages
preceding decisions on their use on the territory of the Republic of Tajikistan;

- The organization of a comprehensive, objective, evidence-based analysis and assessment of objects of
examination;

- Analysis and evaluation of potential environmentally harmful impacts of examination of objects on human health,
natural resources, the environment, and the possible social, economic and environmental impacts;

- Preparation of objective, scientifically - based conclusions of ecological examination, timely transfer of their
government and other decision-makers on the implementation of the object of examination, informing the interested
parties, the public and the citizens.

Article 5. Types of environmental impact assessment
In the Republic of Tajikistan held a state ecological expertise and public ecological expertise.

Article 6. Competence of the Government of Tajikistan and the powers of other state bodies in the field of
environmental impact assessment

1. The competence of the Government of Tajikistan in the field of environmental assessment include:

- Organization of the development and implementation of state programs in the field of environmental impact
assessment;

- The adoption of measures to protect the interests of the state, the rights and freedoms of citizens in the field of
environmental impact assessment;

- Coordination of activities of state bodies on the joint implementation of measures on realization of the state
environmental expertise and programs of international importance;

- Implementation of other powers defined by the legislation of the Republic of Tajikistan.

2. The authorized state body in the field of environmental impact assessment is determined by the Government of
the Republic of Tajikistan, which has the following powers:

- The organization of the state ecological examination of objects referred to in Article 9 of this Act;

- The development, review and approval of normative and technical acts and methodical documents, ensure the
application of this Act in the conduct of the state ecological examination;

providing scientific and methodological basis of state ecological expertise;

organization of information support of the state ecological examination, including the formation and maintenance of
the banks on the activity data, the realization of the object of examination and its impact on the environment;

- Cooperation in the prescribed manner to the ecological and expert bodies of other countries for the purpose of
consultation, joint environmental impact assessments, exchange of scientific and methodological developments,
attracting foreign specialists;

- Seminars and conferences on the methodology and forms of environmental impact assessment, exchange of
experience and improve the quality of ecological and expert activity;

- Coordination within the competence of ecological and expert activity in the Republic of Tajikistan, implementation
of methodological guidance for conducting environmental assessments of objects, regardless of their subordination
and forms of ownership;

- Monitoring compliance with this Act and other regulations in the field of state environmental expertise in its
organization and holding;

- Cooperation within its competence with the ministries, departments, organizations and their expert departments;

- Participation in the organization, carrying out of the international environmental impact assessments;

involvement in carrying out the state ecological expertise of foreign scientists and specialists in the legislation of the
Republic of Tajikistan, except in cases where the examination object contains state or commercial secrets;

- Access to the banks of the environmental data and knowledge banks in assessing the impact of economic and other
activities on man and nature;

- Trend in the banking authorities to sign the termination of financing facilities that have not received a positive



assessment of the environmental impact assessment;

preparation and direction of relevant materials to law enforcement and other authorities to address the issues of
bringing to justice those who have violated the legislation on environmental impact assessment;

- Implementation within the competence of other actions that do not contradict the current legislation of the
Republic of Tajikistan necessary for the exercise of its powers.

3. The powers of the local executive bodies of state authority in the field of environmental impact assessment
includes:

- Delegation of experts to the expert committees to participate in the examination of objects, whose implementation
is planned in their territories, and in cases of possible environmental impact of economic activities, planned another
administrative-territorial unit;

- Organizing public hearings, conducting surveys among the population about the planned economic and other
activities which shall be subject to Environmental Impact Assessment;

- The adoption and implementation of decisions on the basis of environmental impact assessment na public
discussion of the results, interviews, statements of environmental organizations and movements;

- Initiation of public environmental impact assessments for public demand;

- Inform the authorized state bodies in the field of environmental impact assessment of planned economic and other
activities in their respective territories;

inform the prosecutor's office and the authorized state bodies in the sphere of environmental protection the launch of
the facility environmental impact assessment without positive conclusion of the state ecological examination;

- Implementation of other powers in this area on the basis of the Republic of Tajikistan legislation.

4. Local governments towns and villages within the powers established by the legislation of the Republic of
Tajikistan, ensure compliance with laws and other normative legal acts of the Republic of Tajikistan and the
decisions of the authorized state body in the field of environmental impact assessment and public participation in the
implementation of public environmental review.

Article 7. The right of citizens and public organizations in the field of environmental impact assessment
organization

1. Citizens and public organizations in the field of ecological examination have the right to:

- To initiate, in accordance with this Law, conducting public ecological expertise of economic and other activities,
the implementation of which is harmful to the ecological interests of the population living in a given territory;

- Submitted in writing by the authorized state bodies in the field of environmental impact assessment reasoned
proposals concerning the environmental aspects of the implementation of the planned activities;

- Receive from the authorities that organize state environmental review in accordance with the procedure established
by the authorized state body in the field of environmental assessment, information on the results of the state
ecological examination;

- Participate in the development and review of materials on environmental impact assessment;

carry out other activities in the field of environmental impact assessment, does not contradict the legislation of the
Republic of Tajikistan.

2. In preparing the opinion of the state environmental review and the decision on the implementation of the
examination of the object should be considered an expert committee aimed at materials reflecting public opinion.

Chapter 2. State Ecological Expertise

Article 8. Subjects of the state ecological examination

1. The subjects of the state ecological expertise are:

- Experts of the state ecological expertise (expert commissions);

- Customers;

- Developers of the project or other documentation.

2. An expert of state ecological expert examination may not be representative of the customer or the developer of the
project or other documentation, as well as representatives of the individual and the organization, consisting of the
customer or the developer of the project or other documentation in the employment relationship.

3. In accordance with the legislation of the Republic of Tajikistan on the basis of the contract between the customer
and the developer of the project or other documentation to the rights and obligations of the customer can be assigned
to the developer of the project or other documentation.

Article 9. Objects of the state ecological examination

1. The objects of the state ecological examination are the following project or other documents on the proposed
economic and other activities which may have adverse effects on the environment:

- National and local projects, industry concept, forecasts, programs and schemes, the implementation of which
involves the use of natural resources and (or) may have an impact on the environment;

- Urban development projects;

architectural and construction projects, provided by the legislation of the Republic of Tajikistan;



- Draft technical regulations, which establish the requirements for the protection of the environment and (or) the
rational use of natural resources to production processes of its development, production, operation (use), storage,
transportation, sale and utilization or rendering services.

2. In accordance with the legislation of the Republic of Tajikistan may establish other types of project or other
documentation, subject to the state ecological expertise.

Article 10 The procedure for conducting the state ecological examination

1. State ecological examination is carried out by experts. The legislation of the Republic of Tajikistan established
the occasion of the state ecological examination by individual experts or expert committees.

2. The state ecological examination carried out on the basis of the application from the customer application project
or other documentation, subject to the state ecological examination of materials on environmental impact assessment
in the cases provided for by the legislation of the Republic of Tajikistan, and other necessary documents,
composition and content of which is established by the legislation of the Republic of Tajikistan .

3. The State environmental review is conducted on the basis of an application developer project or other
documentation, if the legislation of the Republic of Tajikistan or the contract between the customer and the
developer of the project or other documentation of this responsibility on the developer's project or other
documentation.

4. The procedure for conducting the state ecological expertise established by the Government of the Republic of
Tajikistan.

Article 11. The term of the state ecological examination

1. The term of the state ecological examination is up to 30 days. For complex projects dealing with the authorized
state body of the term of the state ecological expertise is extended to sixty days.

2. The term of the state ecological expertise for the project or other documentation on the proposed economic and
other activities which may have transboundary effects, established by the Government of the Republic of Tajikistan.

Article 12. Conclusion of the state ecological examination

1. The results of the state ecological examination is made by the state ecological expertise.

2. Conclusion of the state environmental review shall be signed by the expert of state ecological expertise (all
members of the expert committee) and approved by the head of the authorized state body in the field of
environmental impact assessment.

3. By the conclusion of the state ecological examination, it seems pas statement attached special expert opinion of
the state ecological examination, do not agree with the conclusion.

4. Conclusion of the state environmental review can be positive or negative.

5. A positive conclusion of the state environmental review contains findings of compliance of design decisions of
the planned economic and other activities on the protection of the legal requirements of the environment and rational
use of natural resources, including technical regulations, as well as other information in accordance with the
legislation of the Republic of Tajikistan.

6. Financing and implementation of the planned economic and other activities subject to mandatory state ecological
expertise shall be allowed only if there is a positive conclusion of the state ecological examination, unless otherwise
stipulated by legislation of the Republic of Tajikistan.

7. A negative conclusion of state ecological expertise, the customer or the developer of the project or other
documentation is required at completion of project or other documentation to take into account the findings referred
to in the present opinion and submit it to re-state ecological expertise or abandon the implementation of the planned
economic and other activities.

Article 13. The validity of the conclusion of the state ecological examination

1. The validity of the conclusion of the state ecological examination of the project is limited to the duration of the
implementation of design solutions provided in construction projects increased by one year, unless otherwise
provided by the legislation of the Republic of Tajikistan.

2. Validity of the state environmental. examination on objects of the state ecological examination, with the
exception of the objects mentioned in part 1 of this article is limited established in accordance with the legislation of
the Republic of Tajikistan valid documentation on these objects.

Article 14. Repeated and additional state environmental review

1. Re-state ecological examination is carried out in the following cases:

- Completion of materials on the basis of observations of the state ecological examination carried out earlier;

- Changes of nature conditions;

- Realization of the object of examination with deviations from earlier decisions or normative terms of design and
construction, provided the applicable building codes and regulations;

- The expiration of the positive conclusion of the state ecological examination;

- On the basis of a court decision;



- Changes to the documentation after the positive conclusion of the state ecological expertise.

2. It is prohibited to bring to conduct re-examination of the environmental expert who took part in the environmental
review, situated in the discussion.

3. General state ecological examination is carried out:

- The detection of contradictions and existing technology projects;

- Non-compliance with the specified term contractual commitments for the initial examinations;

- In the case of cancellation of the previously issued opinion.

4. Grounds for cancellation of previously issued conclusion established order of the state ecological expertise.

5. The Government of the Republic of Tajikistan, regardless of the cases provided for in this Article, may order
repeat or additional environmental impact assessment in respect of project construction documents and the activities
for which

obligatory impact assessment pas environment and facilities, construction of which is financed by the state and state
guarantees.

6. Repeated and additional environmental impact assessments provided for in this Article shall be conducted in the
manner prescribed by this Act for a mandatory environmental impact assessment.

CHAPTER 3. RIGHTS AND DUTIES OF SUBJECTS OF THE STATE ENVIRONMENTAL EXPERTISE

Article 15. Rights of state ecological examination subjects

1. The experts of the state ecological examination shall be entitled to:

- Formulate a dissenting opinion on the project of the state ecological expertise in writing and make it to the
conclusion of the state ecological examination;

- Make proposals on bringing to conduct / state environmental expertise of specialists from governmental and other
international organizations and foreign states who have special knowledge in certain fields of science, technology
and other fields of activity;

- Make proposals to improve the organization of the state ecological expertise.

2. The customer has the right to:

- Receive from the experts of the state ecological expertise (expert commissions) information on the dates,
procedures and results of the environmental impact assessment;

- To demand the elimination of violations of the established order of the state ecological examination;

- To submit written or verbal explanations and suggestions on the objects of the state ecological examination;

- Appeal against the conclusion of the state ecological expertise in higher state body and (or) in court;

- Exercise other rights stipulated by the legislation of the Republic of Tajikistan.

3. The rights provided for in part 2 of this article also apply to the development project or other documentation.

Article 16. Duties of the state ecological examination subjects

1. Experts of state environmental review must:

- To carry out a full, objective and comprehensive analysis submitted to state environmental review of the project or
other documentation to determine its compliance with the requirements of legislation;

- Comply with the state environmental review requirements of the legislation on ecological examination;

- Observe the established order and timing of the state ecological examination;

- Ensure the safety of the project or other documentation provided by the PA state ecological expertise and
confidentiality of the information contained therein;

- Perform other duties established by the legislation of the Republic of Tajikistan and international legal acts
recognized by Tajikistan.

2. Customers must:

- To represent the PA state ecological examination of project or other documentation for the projects of the state
ecological examination, except in cases where this duty in accordance. the legislation of the Republic of Tajikistan
and (or) the contract between the customer and the developer of the project or other documentation lies with the
developer of the project or other documentation;

to submit at the request of the organizer of public environmental review the project or other documentation, similar
in structure and content provided by the state ecological expertise, to conduct public environmental review;

- To carry out the implementation of the design decisions for the projects of the state ecological examination in the
presence of the positive conclusion of the state ecological examination, unless otherwise stipulated by legislation of
the Republic of Tajikistan;

- Perform other duties established by the legislation of the Republic of Tajikistan and international legal acts
recognized by Tajikistan.

3. The developers of the project or other documents are required:

represent pa state environmental review the project or other documentation for the projects of the state ecological
expertise in cases where this duty in accordance with the legislation of the Republic of Tajikistan or by the contract
between the customer and the developer of the project or other documentation lies with the developer of the project
or other documentation;



- To transfer the project to the customer or other documentation to the positive conclusion of the state ecological
examination;

- Perform other duties established by the legislation of the Republic of Tajikistan and international legal acts
recognized by Tajikistan in the field.

Chapter 4. The public environmental review

Article 17. Objects of public environmental review

The objects of public environmental review can be any object, provided for in Article 9 of this Act, with the
exception of project or other documentation, information which constitutes a state secret, or access to them is
restricted in accordance with the legislation of the Republic of Tajikistan.

Article 18. Subjects of public environmental review

Subjects of public ecological expertise are:

- Citizens and other persons specified by the legislation of the Republic of Tajikistan, the rights and legitimate
interests are affected in the case of the object of public ecological expert examination and who have the right to
initiate a public environmental review;

- Associations, the main activity of which, in accordance with their statutes, is to protect the environment;

- Experts or expert committees, attracted by the organizers of the public ecological expertise to carry it out;

- Customers or developers project or other documentation;

- Local public authorities and governments towns and villages.

Article 19. The procedure of public environmental review

1. Local authorities and governments towns and villages are obliged to promptly inform the public about the planned
economic and other activities on their territory through the media and other available ways.

2. Public ecological expertise is carried out prior to the state ecological expertise or simultaneously with it.

3. Public ecological expertise is subject to the registration statement of the organizer of public environmental review
of its conduct of local authorities and self-government bodies of settlements and villages. Requirements for the form
and content of an application for public environmental review shall be established by the legislation of the Republic
of Tajikistan.

4. Local authorities and governments towns and villages are obliged to register the application within seven days, or
refuse its registration. The grounds for refusal of registration of the application are:

- The charter of the organizer of public environmental review does not include the activities of the public association
in the field of environmental protection;

- Public environmental assessment in relation to the examination of the object was twice previously held;

- Other grounds defined by the legislation of the Republic of Tajikistan.

5. The customer or the developer of the project or other documentation at the request of the organizer of public
environmental review shall, within 10 days from the date of such request presented to the public environmental
review the project IPT other documentation, composition and content provided on the same

state ecological expertise.

6. To carry out public ecological expertise organizer of public environmental review involves the experts or an
expert committee. The experts of public environmental review, the rules established by Part 2 of Article 10 of this
Law.

Article 20. The conclusion of public ecological examination

1. The results of the public environmental review are made in the form of public environmental review, which is
advisory in nature.

2. The conclusion of public environmental review must be considered in conducting the state ecological expertise.
3. The conclusions of public environmental review may be published in the media, transferred to state bodies
authorized to carry out state ecological expertise to local government bodies and bodies of self-government of
settlements and villages customers or developers project or other documentation, as well as other interested parties.

Chapter 5. The environmental impact assessment

Article 21. The planning and design of new facilities and activities

1. Planning and design of new facilities and activities, regardless of their organizational-legal forms of ownership of
subjects of economic and other activities that may have a direct or indirect impact on the environment is carried out
on based material to assess the impact on the environment to be subjected to mandatory state ecological expertise.
2. The list of objects and activities for which required the development of materials for environmental impact
assessment, determined by the Government of the Republic of Tajikistan.

Article 22. The organization and carrying out of environmental impact assessment



1. Organization and carrying out environmental impact assessment at all stages of planning and design of new
facilities and activities, funding for the development of materials on environmental impact assessment, the
organization of public discussions of planned activities, the presentation of material on the environmental impact
assessment required for the state geological examination carried out by the customer.

2. The procedure for organizing and conducting environmental impact assessment is determined by the Government
of the Republic of Tajikistan.

CHAPTER 6. FINANCE ENVIRONMENTAL EXPERTISE
