LAW OF THE REPUBLIC OF UZBEKISTAN
ON HANDLING OF NATURAL AND LEGAL PERSONS
(Collection of legislation of the Republic of Uzbekistan, 2014, number 49, p. 578)
Adopted by the Legislative Chamber on 29 October 2014
Approved by the Senate of November 13, 2014

Chapter 1. General Provisions

Section 1. Purpose of this Law

The purpose of this Act is to regulate the relations in the field of physical and legal entities
(hereinafter - treatment) to public authorities and public institutions (hereinafter - the public
authorities).

Article 2. Legislation on appeals

Legislation on appeals consists of this Law and other legislative acts.

Relations in the field of appeals to self-government institutions are regulated in accordance with
the procedure established by this Law.

This Law shall not apply to:

treatment, the order of consideration established by the legislation on administrative
responsibility, civil procedure, criminal procedure, penitentiary, economic procedural and other
acts;

mutual correspondence of state agencies and their structural units.

Avrticle 3. The right to appeal

Natural and legal persons shall have the right to appeal to the state authorities.

The right to appeal is implemented voluntarily. No one can be forced to participate in activities
in support of an appeal or against him.

The right to appeal should not violate the rights, freedoms and legal interests of other natural and
legal persons, as well as the interests of society and the state.

Individuals and legal entities of foreign states and stateless persons have the right to appeal to the
state bodies of the Republic of Uzbekistan in accordance with this Law.

Avrticle 4. Forms applications
Treatment may be oral, written or electronic form.

Article 5. Types of calls

Treatment can be in the form of applications, proposals and complaints.

Statement - The request for assistance in the implementation of the rights, freedoms and
legitimate interests.

Suggestion - appeal, containing recommendations on improving the state and public activity.
The complaint - handling demanding the restoration of violated rights, freedoms and the
protection of legitimate interests.

Treatment irrespective of their type and form are of equal importance.

Article 6. Requirements for appeals
The appeal of an individual should be given the name (hame) of a natural person, information
about his place of residence and set out the essence of treatment.
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The address of the legal entity must be the full name of the legal entity, information on its
location (postal address) and set out the essence of treatment.

Applications may be submitted in the state and other languages.

A written request must be signed by the fixed accesses - individual or signature of the director or
the authorized person accesses - a legal entity. If you can not secure a written request signed by a
natural person is drawn, it should be fixed with putting a signature of the originator and in
addition to his name (name, patronymic).

The electronic message must be in the form of an electronic document, confirmed by an
electronic digital signature and having other details of the electronic document, allowing him to
be identified. Electronic treatment must meet the requirements established by law.

Applications, which do not specify the name (name) of a natural person, information about his
place of residence or the full name of the legal entity, information on its location (postal
address), or given false information about them, and not confirmed by the signature (digital
signature ), considered anonymous calls.

By the appeals filed by the representatives seeking physical and legal entities, accompanied by
documents confirming their authority.

Section 7. Handling and media

Applications received by the public authorities of the editors of the media, are considered in the
order and terms stipulated in this Law.

Treatment aimed at the media, can be used to study and reflect public opinion in accordance with
the law on mass media.

Article 8. Reception of individuals and representatives of legal entities

The state authorities organized the reception of individuals and representatives of legal entities.
Reception of individuals and representatives of legal entities performed by the head of the state
body or other authorized person. For this special structural units, determined by officials
responsible for the reception can be created in the state bodies.

Reception of individuals and representatives of legal entities is carried out within the days and
hours, according to the schedule of reception.

Charts and receive information on the time, place and provisional records on it, as well as the
procedure for admission shall be communicated to interested parties through publication in the
official websites of state bodies, as well as placement in public places on the stands or other
technical means in their administrative building.

At the oral request an individual must present a document proving his identity, and the
representative of a legal entity - a document confirming his authority, as well as a document
proving his identity.

The admission for individuals and representatives of legal persons may be refused if their
previous treatment of similar nature has already made a decision and this is in accordance with
this Law they reported.

The order of reception of individuals and representatives of legal persons in public bodies is
determined by the heads of these bodies.

Managers or other authorized officials of state bodies, conducting a personal welcome, is not
entitled to refuse to accept for handling on any issues, including those not included in its
mandate, except as provided for in the fifth part of this article.

If the issues raised in the personal reception, does not apply to the powers of a public authority,
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the relevant officers or other authorized person must explain to address, in which body or
organization should seek to address the issues presented in the appeal.

During the personal reception by the decision of the head of the state body and special equipment
can be used making the written consent of (audio and video recording as well as shooting).
Managers or other authorized officials of state bodies visiting private receptions can be arranged.

Avrticle 9. Paperwork for appeals
Paperwork for appeals in state bodies is carried out in accordance with legislation.

Chapter 2. Guarantees of the rights of individuals and entities on treatment

Avrticle 10. Non-discrimination in the use of the right to appeal

Discrimination in the use of the right to treatment based on gender, race, nationality, language,
religion, social origin, beliefs or individual or social status of an individual as well as the forms
of ownership, location (postal address), organizational and legal forms, and other circumstances
of the legal persons is not allowed.

Avrticle 11. Guarantees of the right to appeal
Natural and legal persons are guaranteed the right to appeal to the state bodies, individually or
collectively.

Article 12 guarantees respect for the rights, freedoms and legitimate interests in handling
Public bodies are required to comply with the Constitution and laws of the Republic of
Uzbekistan in the consideration of appeals, to take measures for their full, objective and timely
review, to take within its authority measures to restore the violated rights, freedoms and the
protection of the legitimate interests of individuals and legal entities.

Article 13. Guarantees of acceptance and consideration of applications

Applications are subject to mandatory adoption and review of the state bodies, except in the
cases provided for in Article 20 of this Law.

A natural or legal person is entitled to appeal against the unlawful refusal to adopt and
consideration of the appeal to a higher authority in accordance with subordination or directly to
the court.

Article 14. Guarantees of non-disclosure of information that has become known in connection
with appeals

When considering applications not permitted disclosure of employees of state bodies of
information about the private lives of individuals, the activities of legal persons without their
consent, as well as information constituting state secrets or other secrets protected by law, and
other information, if it violates the rights, freedoms and lawful interests of individuals and legal
entities.

Not allowed clarification of data on physical and legal entity not related to the treatment.

At the request of a natural person shall not be disclosed any information about his identity.

Article 15. Guarantees of security of individuals and entities in connection with their appeals
Prohibited harassment of a natural person, his representative, the members of their families, legal
entity, its representatives and family members of the representative of a legal entity in
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connection with their appeals to the state authorities in order to implement or to protect their
rights, freedoms and legal interests, as well as an expression of opinions and criticism in the
complaints.

Chapter 3. The procedure for filing of appeals and their consideration

Article 16. The procedure for filing complaints

Applications submitted directly to the state body, whose mandate includes the resolution of
issues raised in them, or the superior body in accordance with subordination.

Natural and legal persons shall have the right to file an appeal on their own, as well as to
authorize it to send a representative to any appeal through the postal service or electronic form.
In the interests of minors, disabled and persons with reduced mobility appeal may be filed by
their legal representatives in the manner prescribed by law.

By the treatment may be attached to the existing solution, or copies thereof, previously adopted
by it, as well as other documents necessary for its consideration, which are non-refundable,
except in the case of a written application accesses their extradition. At the direction of the
treatment on the jurisdiction of another state body to him the said documents shall be attached.

Article 17. Deadline for applications

Deadline for submitting applications is usually not installed. In some cases, it may be set the
deadline for appeals to the relevant authorities, if this is due to the capabilities of the state body
to review appeals, the need for timely implementation and ensure protection of the rights,
freedoms and lawful interests of individuals and legal entities, as well as on other grounds
provided by legislative acts .

The application or complaint to a higher authority in the order of subordination shall be
submitted not later than one year from the date when the person or entity became aware of the
action (or inaction) any decision that violates his rights, freedoms and legitimate interests.
Missed a valid reason deadline for application or complaint is restored state authority
considering the application or complaint.

Avrticle 18. The order of consideration of appeals

Applications received by the public agency, are considered by this body or official, which is
responsible for the consideration of applications.

Applications received by the public agency, whose mandate does not include the resolution of
the issues raised, not later than five days sent to the relevant authorities with a message about it
in written or electronic form, please contact.

It is forbidden to transfer a groundless appeal to the other public authorities, or the direction of
its organs or officials whose decisions or actions (inaction) are being complained about.

If the appeal does not contain the necessary information to guide them to the appropriate
authorities, they are not later than five days to pay back a reasoned explanation.

In the event of a need for additional information, statements and materials for a complete,
objective and timely consideration of the application the official state agency considers this
treatment may additionally request information from the natural or legal person who filed the
appeal, as well as within the powers of other state authorities. State bodies and their officials are
obliged to provide the requested information from them for ten days, if the information does not
contain information constituting state secrets or other secrets protected by law, without prejudice
to the rights, freedoms and lawful interests of individuals and legal entities, the interests of
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society and the state .

Where appropriate, the public authority, considering an appeal, can provide a review of the
treatment on-site.

If it is impossible in the absence of consideration of the application accesses or any other person
they may be caused by an official state body. If you arrive later called accesses the official state
body sends a response to the impossibility of considering the application without its
participation.

The answer to an appeal signed by the head or other authorized official of the state body.

If the questions raised in the treatment affect the activities of economic entities, their
representatives are involved in state bodies within their powers to participate in the consideration
of the appeal.

When considering treatment becomes necessary inspections of business entities, including the
audit of financial and economic activity (audit), it is carried out in accordance with the law.
Natural and legal persons shall have the right to withdraw their appeals before and during their
consideration before a decision on the treatment by application in writing or in electronic form.
Statement on the withdrawal of treatment does not preclude the adoption by public authorities of
measures to identify and address violations of the law.

Acrticle 19. Terms of consideration of appeals

The application or complaint shall be considered within fifteen days from the date of admission
to the state body, which is obliged to resolve the issue on the merits, and when the need for
additional research and (or) check, a request for additional documents - up to one month.

In those cases where complaints and appeals necessary to carry out inspection, reclamation of
additional materials or to take other measures, the timing of their consideration may be
exceptionally extended to the head of the relevant public authority, but not more than one month
from the notification of the handle.

The proposal considered within one month from the date of receipt of a state body, except for
those proposals that require further study, as in the writing to the natural or legal person who has
made a proposal within ten days.

Article 20. Leaving without consideration of appeals

Will not be considered:

anonymous treatment;

appeal filed by representatives of natural and legal persons in the absence of documents
confirming their powers;

treatment not complying with other requirements established by law.

Chapter 4. The rights of individuals and entities and the responsibilities of public bodies in
considering requests

Article 21. Rights of individuals and legal persons in considering appeals

When considering the treatment of public bodies natural or legal person shall have the right to
receive information on the progress of consideration of the application, in person to present
arguments and to give explanations, to get acquainted with the handling test material and the
results of its review, to submit additional materials or apply for their reclamation of other bodies,
assisted by lawyer.

Officials or other persons authorized state bodies considering an appeal, an obligation to ensure
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the physical and legal person access to documents, decisions and other materials affecting their
rights, freedoms and legal interests, if they do not contain information constituting state secrets
or other secrets protected secret law, without prejudice to the rights, freedoms and lawful
interests of individuals and legal entities, the interests of society and the state.

Article 22. Measures to be taken when considering appeals

State authorities when considering applications must immediately take measures to stop illegal
actions (inaction), within its authority to identify the causes and conditions that contribute to
violations of the rights, freedoms and lawful interests of individuals and legal entities, to stop in
the prescribed manner the pursuit of a natural person, his representative, their families, legal
entity, its representatives and family members of the representative of a legal entity in
connection with their treatment.

Avrticle 23. Duties of the state body that has considered treatment

State authority has considered an appeal, must, in writing or in electronic form to report draws on
the results of the review and the decision immediately after the appeal’s consideration.
Responses to treatment are set out, as far as possible, in the language of appeal must contain
specific justification (as required with reference to the rules of legislative acts), refuting or
supporting arguments for each issue listed in circulation.

Officer or other person authorized by a public authority that made the decision on the treatment,
must explain the procedure for appeal if a natural or legal person does not agree with him.

State authority has considered an appeal, its officers or other authorized persons are obliged to
control the decision taken on the results of consideration of the application, and take steps to
compensation in accordance with the law of material damages or non-pecuniary damage if it is
caused as a result of the rights violations of freedoms and legitimate interests of the person or
entity.

Article 24. Compilation and analysis applications

State authorities considering treatment at least once a year summarize and analyze treatment with
a view to identifying and eliminating the causes of violations of the rights, freedoms and lawful
interests of individuals and legal entities, as well as the interests of society and the state.

Chapter 5. Final provisions

Article 25. Resolution of disputes

Disputes in the appeals of individuals and legal entities shall be settled in the manner prescribed
by law.

Avrticle 26. Compensation for pecuniary and non-pecuniary damage

If the request or complaint natural or legal persons public body that made the illegal decision on
it, apply to the court to pay damages related to the filing and examination of an application or
complaint, the costs incurred in connection with on-site for the consideration of the application
or complaint request of the relevant public authority, and lost income during this time. The court
may also be compensated for non-pecuniary damage.
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The funds paid to a public authority in respect of pecuniary damage and non-pecuniary damage
caused to the person or entity in connection with the violation of the law when considering its
application or complaint may be recovered from the guilty official recourse in order.

Article 27. Reimbursement of expenses when considering applications containing false
information

The costs incurred by the public authority when considering applications containing false
information, may be collected from the natural or legal person by a court decision.

Avrticle 28. Responsibility for violation of the law appeals
Violation of legislation on appeals, as well as supply of treatment, comprising slander and insults
shall be held accountable in accordance with established procedure.

Avrticle 29. Invalidation of Certain Legislative Acts

The following are repealed:

XI1 «On enactment of the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan™ On citizens' appeals "(Bulletin of
the Supreme Council of the Republic of Uzbekistan, 1994, Ne 5, Article 141).;

3) Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan dated December 13, 2002 Ne 446-11 «On introducing
amendments and addenda to the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan™ On citizens' appeals
"(Bulletin of Oliy Majlis of Uzbekistan, 2003, Ne 1, p. 7).

Article 30. Bringing the legislation in conformity with this Act

The Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan:

lead the government's decision in conformity with this Act;

provide revision and cancellation by state authorities of their normative and legal acts that
contradict this Law.

Article 31. Entry into force of this Act
This Law shall enter into force on the day of its official publication.
