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SDG TARGETS RELATED TO TRANSPORT

▪ Target 3.6: By 2020, halve the number of global deaths and injuries from road traffic accidents.

▪ Target 3.9: By 2030, substantially reduce the number of deaths and illnesses from hazardous 
chemicals and air, water and soil pollution and contamination.

▪ Target 7.3: By 2030, double the global rate of improvement in energy efficiency.

▪ Target 9.1: Develop quality, reliable, sustainable and resilient infrastructure … with a focus on 
affordable and equitable access for all.

▪ Target 9.4: By 2030, upgrade infrastructure … to make them sustainable … with all countries 
taking action in accordance with their respective capabilities.

▪ Target 11.2: By 2030, provide access to safe, affordable, accessible and sustainable transport 
systems for all, improving road safety, notably by expanding public transport, with special 
attention to the needs of those in vulnerable situations, women, children, persons with 
disabilities and older persons.
