Town planning and architecture of the Kyrgyz Republic

Urban planning and architecture as part of the spiritual and material culture of the society reflects the
social ideals, the real historical conditions and is the result of creative constructive activity. Continuity
and diversity of urban planning and architecture of the process depends on economic factors, socio-
political changes in the society and polity.

Urban planning and architecture as the artificially created and aesthetically meaningful environment
provides the necessary environment for working, living and recreation.

The law "On Urban Development and Architecture of the Kyrgyz Republic" regulates legal relations in
urban planning, architecture of the Kyrgyz Republic and is aimed at creating conditions for a revival of
prosperity and the preservation of national architecture of the Kyrgyz people.

Section |
General provisions

Article 1. Place the role and purpose of the Law "On Urban Development and Architecture of the Kyrgyz
Republic" in the Kyrgyz Republic law system

This Law regulates all types of urban planning and stages of urban planning and architecture processes
that take place in the territory of the Kyrgyz Republic in accordance with other legislative acts of the
Republic. It is intended to create legal conditions for the placement of the productive forces, to ensure
social, engineering and transport infrastructure, the complex organization of the regions and
settlements of all kinds, civil housing and other construction.

The law is a legal basis for urban planning and architecture of the republic.

Article 2. Elements of Law

Laws "On the Principles of town planning legislation of the Kyrgyz Republic", "On the construction of
individual housing," "On Investments in the Kyrgyz Republic", as well as legislation in the field of
architecture, urban planning and construction norms and rules of urban planning, construction,
standards, instructions, directions and other published legal acts of the republic are part of the present
Law, and applied together.

Article 3. Goals and Objectives of the Law

The objectives of this Act are:

- Revival of Kyrgyz architecture and urban planning as an integral part of national culture;

- The creation of legal conditions for the implementation of the state policy in the field of urban
planning and architecture in compliance with the private, public, municipal and state interests;

- Providing conditions for architectural creation.

The objectives of this Act are:

- Regulation of urban planning and architectural process;

- Regulation of urban planning and architecture;

- Establishment of the status of urban planning and architectural projects and project documentation;
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- Regulation of the norms and rules of urban planning and architecture;
- Definition of responsibilities subjects urban planning and architecture;
- Definition of the principles of international cooperation in the field of urban planning and architecture.

Article 4. Types and forms of urban planning and architecture

The types and forms of urban planning and architecture include:

- Search for ideas and options;

- Development projects, concepts, schemes, programs;

- Research and experimentation;

- Construction of urban planning and architecture;

- Management;

- Development of rules and regulations;

- Restoration and rehabilitation of urban planning and architecture;

- Protection of monuments of architecture and city planning;

- Promotion of the achievements of architecture and urban planning.

Article 5. Subjects of urban planning and architecture

The subjects of urban planning and architecture are:

- Author of the project - a specialist with a qualified certificate, or group of authors;

- Customers;

- Contractors;

- The public authorities;

- The local authorities;

- Enterprises and organizations, regardless of ownership, involved in urban planning and architecture;
- Non-governmental organizations, citizens, taking part in urban development activities.

Article 6. Objects of urban planning and architecture
The objects of urban planning and architecture include:
- Settlement system;

- Territorial and urban objects of special regulation zone;
- settlements;

- Suburban areas;

- Part of the settlements (areas, zones);

- Urban complexes;

- Complexes of buildings and structures;

- buildings and constructions;

- Arrangement of the elements of the environment;

- Engineering and transport infrastructure.

Article 7. Regulation of urban planning and architecture

1. urban planning and architecture is regulated by this Law and other regulations.

4. Certification of building materials, products and structures, project documentation for urban planning
and architecture, as well as the production of construction and installation work is carried out by
accredited certification bodies.

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Article 8. The state and non-state management, coordination, monitoring of urban development
activities

1. All kinds of urban development activities are subject to management and control of the appropriate
authorized government agencies to develop and implement policy in the field of architecture and
construction activities, as well as control and supervision in this area.

2. Citizens, public associations, legal entities are entitled to participate in any stage of urban
development activities, if affected their rights and interests.

Article 9. Ensuring the rights of actors in urban planning and architecture

The public authorities, local governments and public organizations, officials and citizens must respect
the rights of other subjects of urban planning and architecture and to facilitate their implementation in
accordance with this Law and other legislative acts of the Kyrgyz Republic.

The State guarantees to all subjects of urban planning and architectural activity observance of equal
legal rights in accordance with this Law.

Section Il

Composition and maintenance of urban planning and architecture

Article 10. Town planning resources

The land, subsoil, water, air, energy, labor, investment and other resources, as well as the residential
areas and their systems are an essential component of the formation of the built environment and
urban planning are recognized resources.

The deterioration of the quality of resources and settlements systems, occur as a result of functioning of
industrial and social structures, is unacceptable and punishable by law.

Article 11. The settlement systems

The territory of the republic - the basis for the formation of advanced settlement systems of different
levels. Formation of the republic system of settlement depends on the location and development of
social production, social and economic needs of the population, climatic, water conditions, the transport
network, placement of mineral, fuel and energy and other resources.

The administrative-territorial formation - the basis of the regional settlement systems.

Local settlement system - the system of a small number of rural settlements and small urban and rural
settlements, allocated in connection with the close of production, transport or other bonds.

Article 12. Territorial and urban objects of special regulation zone

For the territories of the large river basins and lakes, climatic and protected areas, nature reserves, relict
forests, recreational, historical and cultural areas, environmental disaster zones, as well as for the Kyrgyz
Republic capital - Bishkek set status "for territory or urban planning special control zones ".

The boundaries of the territorial objects and special control zones are defined in the planning
documentation, and may not coincide with the boundaries of administrative-territorial division.
Highlight areas in objects of town-planning activity and the establishment of a special regulation of their
status is carried out by public authorities.

The procedure of urban development activities in cases of special regulation established by special laws
and regulations.
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Article 13. Places

Settlements of the Kyrgyz Republic are divided into urban (the city of republican, regional and district
level) and rural.

1. Depending on the functions performed settlements may have the status of:

- The capital of the Kyrgyz Republic;

- The center of the field;

- The district center;

- Cities of regional importance;

- The city of regional value;

- Ayylnogo aimag center.

2. Depending on the population, urban and rural areas are divided into:

- Major cities - more than 1000 thousand people;

- Major cities - from 250 to 1000 thousand;

- Large cities - from 100 to 250 thousand people;

- Medium-sized cities - from 25 to 100 thousand people;

- Small towns - up to 25 thousand people;

- Large rural areas - more than 5 thousand people;

- The average rural areas - to 5 thousand people;

- Small rural settlements - up to 1 thousand people.

3. national economic profile settlements are divided into:

- Multi-disciplinary; administrative centers, resort and recreational; industrial; research and production;
external transport; military; agribusiness; Crew; seasonal; garden and summer cottages.

4. The status of the city or a rural village on the national economic profile established in accordance with
the city-forming group of the population and the predominant view of national economic activity. When
employment is not less than 30% of city-forming group in certain activities, the status of the locality
given on this population.

The legal status of the settlements established by the Jogorku Kenesh of the Kyrgyz Republic.

5. The territory of the village is separated from the other categories of land, the land fund - feature.
The bar of the village set and changed based on the master plan.

Draft master plans settlements are approved in the order established by the legislation of the Kyrgyz
Republic.

Earth within the boundaries of a settlement are managed by the relevant public authorities and local
governments.

6. Within the features of settlements are allocated territory:

- Built upon and subject to building residential, cultural-domestic, administrative and other buildings and
structures;

- Public - squares, streets, driveways, roads and other areas;

- Parks, parks, squares, gardens, boulevards, embankments;

- Built-up or to be building the industrial, municipal and warehouse facilities;

- External transportation, communications, utilities;

- Environmental, recreational and wellness destination, historical, cultural and natural heritage;

- Engaged in natural monuments; natural, national and dendrological parks, botanical gardens, nature
reserves;

- With healing and other factors;

- Occupied by forests, ponds;

- Agricultural use - occupied by orchards, vineyards, orchards, hayfields, pastures;

- Pastures - vacant land used as a backup for the development of cities and other settlements.

Article 14. Suburban area

Territory suburban areas - land adjacent to the external border of the cities that have sustainable social,
labor, industrial, economic, recreational and infrastructural links with the city and its reserves are
territorial development.

Land use and urban planning activities within the boundaries of suburban areas is carried out taking into
account the interests of the population of the city and the administrative-territorial entities included in
the suburban zone, on the basis of mutually agreed principles of regulation of urban activity. Building in
a suburban area is allowed only with the consent of the authorized state body for the development and
implementation of policies in the field of architectural and construction activity.

Border commuters is determined on the basis of regional planning projects, general plans of cities or
other urban planning documentation.

Article 15. Part of the settlements (areas, zones)

On a functional purpose in the settlements allocated areas and zones: residential, social, cultural,
industrial and municipal-storage, sports, medical, recreational, scientific and other purposes.

Each district or area has its own status on the nature and arrangement of economic activities defined by
the town-planning documentation.

Article 16 urban complexes

1. Design, construction and acceptance of commissioned residential buildings, public and industrial
buildings and other structures is carried out in the form of urban complexes.

Urban complex is a group of houses and other buildings and structures associated with the service of the
population and territory in which they are located, to ensure the necessary types of engineering
equipment and arrangement of the elements of the environment.

2. The composition and boundaries of urban complexes are determined in accordance with the draft of
the spatial organization of the territory - the detailed planning project.

3. ltis not allowed to start construction of urban complex on the designated area until the completion of
all work on land development, summing up to the site roads, main engineering networks for the normal
functioning of the individual parts of the overall system engineering and transport.

4. The order of the equity of various customers in the construction and operation of engineering and
transport infrastructure of urban complex defined by the Regulations "On the urban complex."

Article 17. Complexes of buildings and structures

Complexes of buildings and structures represent the unity and close relationship of several architectural
structures that make up an organic whole and the forming area of urban planning and architectural
space determined in the process of urban planning and architecture.

Article 18. Buildings and Structures

Buildings are divided into: residential, socio-cultural, administrative, business, industrial, agricultural,
engineering, commercial, domestic, municipal and warehousing, ancillary, recreational, memorial,
religious, sports, hydraulic and irrigation, energy, defense.

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Article 19. The objects and elements of environment arrangement

Objects and arrangement of the elements of the environment: the objects of monumental, decorative
and fine arts, equipment, and design of the living environment, outdoor seasonal trade, planting,
watering and irrigation, as well as equipment engineering and transport infrastructure.

Article 20. Objects of engineering and transport infrastructure

1. The objects of engineering and transport infrastructure:

sources and water supply, gas supply, power supply, heating, sewerage, communications; highways,
railways, waterworks and air transport, watering and irrigation, bridges, culverts, overpasses and other
above-ground and underground networks and facilities;

2. Town planning objects have a level of engineering and transport infrastructure.

Engineering and transport infrastructure should be linked to the requirement of sustainable
development of human settlements.

3. Enterprises and organizations, regardless of ownership, use urban resources required to ensure the
required level of quality living environment, engineering and transport infrastructure at the expense of
contributions to the budget of local authorities.

4. The development of engineering and transport infrastructure of inter-regional, inter-state values
provided by public authorities on the basis of targeted programs from the state budget.

Section IlI
Requirements for facilities planning and architecture

Article 21. Types of requirements

Requirements for facilities planning and architecture:
- Architectural and artistic;

- Functional and planning;

- Engineering;

- Maintenance;

- Environmental.

Article 22. The architectural and artistic requirements

1. Architectural and artistic requirements for facilities planning and architecture:

- Achieving the integrity of the composite;

- A reflection of the historical, cultural, national, natural and climatic characteristics of the region;

- To ensure continuity;

- The achievement of the manifold forming three-dimensional structures.

2. Separate facilities planning and architecture to meet artistic and aesthetic, scientific and technical
criteria society may apply to works of architecture and urban art. Decision on Assignment of planning
and architecture to works of architecture and town-planning art accepted the public together with
professional associations, independent experts and government authorities.

The regulation of relations connected with the creation and use of works of architecture and urban art,
the Kyrgyz Republic is carried out by the copyright laws and this Law.

Works of architecture and urban art to be protected as a cultural and historical heritage of the people.
(As amended by the Law of June 27, 1998 N 85)

Article 23. Functional planning requirements

For functional and planning requirements include:

- Security of settlements from natural and man-made impacts;

- Consideration of the impact of the proposed activity on the environment;
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- Rational use of natural resources;

- Compliance with environmental, health and sanitation requirements in accordance with the norms
established by the legislation;

- Ensuring the safeguarding of sites and areas of historical and cultural and natural heritage and
protected natural landscapes;

- Setting the boundaries of protected zones of monuments of history, culture and natural landscape
within which it is prohibited or limited planning and other economic activities;

- Ensuring the necessary set of social services, taking into account the socio-economic and regulatory
requirements;

- Streamlining the functional zoning, improving transport links.

The buildings and structures of the internal functional organization of the space in accordance with the
relationship of the individual zones should be provided, groups of rooms together.

Article 24. Engineering and technical requirements

Objects planning and architecture must meet the requirements of strength, seismic resistance, stability,
security, technology, as well as the level of security engineering and transport infrastructure and
engineering equipment.

Article 25. Performance Requirements

Requirements for the operation of urban planning and architecture: providing normative lifetime,
modernization and maintenance of operational qualities, maintaining pristine appearance, systematic
reconstruction of the territory, including engineering and technical communications, systems and
equipment.

Article 26. Requirements to the suburban areas

Suburban area should be a single set of urban development of the town.

The area commuters, directly adjacent to the city limits, serving reserve for the development of the city,
should be under the control of the authorized state body for the development and implementation of
policies in the field of architectural and construction activity.

Eliminates the construction of environmentally harmful enterprises in suburban areas of cities.

The value of commuters is set depending on the size of the city, as a rule, within the boundaries of the
administrative districts.

On the territory of commuters it prohibited the construction of urban planning and architectural objects
without agreement with the city authorities.

Suburban area should provide a place of short-term rest of the city population.

Section IV

The legal relations of subjects of urban planning and architecture

Article 27. The rights of citizens in the landscaped environment

Urban planning activities should be aimed at creating the necessary conditions to ensure the
constitutional rights of every citizen of the Kyrgyz Republic on the choice of place of residence, work and
leisure, both in urban and in rural areas.

Places of residence must comply with the regulatory requirements of quality and safety of life, protect
the environment, comfortable living conditions.

In some cases, due to the public interest, the exercise of economic activities on environmentally
unfriendly territories allowed temporary residence of the population, with the establishment of a special
regime in accordance with the law.

Article 28. The rights of citizens to participate in the adoption of urban planning and architectural
solutions

1. Citizens have the right to:

- For information on environmental, urban development, socio-economic status of the territories, the
settlements, the development and status of programs, projects related to the changes in the
organization of territories and their development;

- To participate in the consideration and discussion of urban planning and architectural programs and
projects affecting the rights and interests of groups or individuals;

- Make proposals to the state authorities, local governments and agencies for architecture and
construction to improve the living environment;

- To challenge through the courts the actions of those who violate the property and other rights in the
field of urban planning and architecture.

Article 29. Duties of citizens and legal entities in the field of urban planning and architecture

Citizens, legal persons are obliged to:

- To cooperate fully and to participate in the implementation of the approved urban development
programs and projects;

- Prevent unauthorized without permission of the authorized state body for the development and
implementation of policies in the field of architecture and construction activities, activities that may
have a negative impact on the environment, and do not apply the material and architectural and artistic
damage to cultural, historical, architectural and other structures;

- Do not violate any applicable in the Republic of urban, architectural and building codes, rules and
standards.

Article 30. Rights and obligations of the customer, investor in urban planning and architecture

Rights and obligations of the customer, investor in urban planning and architecture are regulated by this
Law, the Law "On Foreign Investments in the Kyrgyz Republic" and other regulatory legal acts.

Article 31. The author's rights and urban planning and architecture documentation for developers

The author is entitled to exercise supervision in the implementation of urban planning and architecture
documentation and demand in the established order of termination and suspension of work in
identifying deviations from the project.

Developers are entitled to receive from the customer data and the baseline data needed to fulfill the
order and to receive the necessary information to the state authorities and local government bodies,
institutions and organizations.

Article 32. Duties and responsibilities of developers of all kinds of documents

The developers of urban planning and architectural documentation, and other types of work are
required to:

- Ensure compliance with the customer's tasks and requirements of the legislation;

- To provide a high architectural and artistic, engineering level documentation;

- Do not violate the rights and legitimate interests of other subjects of urban planning and architecture.
Developers are responsible for the professional level of the project. Violation of this condition may
result in the deprivation of licenses and certificates.

Article 33. Copyright protection in urban planning and architecture
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1. Author's rights include:

- The right to a name, by specifying it on the brand name, title pages and drawings, projects, and other
official documents, commemorative plaques, publication of materials;

- Intellectual property rights, ownership, use and disposal of all the results of creative work and their
creative products, unless otherwise specifically agreed by the contract between the author and the
customer;

- The right to remuneration for projects and other activities and their reuse.

2. Copyright on work created by joint work of two or more authors (co-authors), jointly owned and
regulated by the copyright agreement, and in its absence, on an equal footing.

3. The relationship between the direct participants in urban planning and architecture are regulated on
a contractual basis, to establish the nature of the project author's participation, including in the work
planning and supervision.

4. Changes in the design decisions in the development of working documentation and execution of
construction works without author's permission is not allowed.

Changes in the architectural and planning decisions erected buildings and structures can be made with
the consent of the author and the state body for architecture and construction.

Article 34. Rights of public associations in the field of urban planning and architecture

Public associations have the right to:

- Obtain timely, complete and accurate information about the state and changes in the human
environment;

- Participate in the development of state programs, concepts and schemes, to carry out urban and
architectural projects at the expense of their own and other means;

- To offer an alternative to the approval of projects and coordination of urban planning and architecture
documentation.

Article 35. Obligations of public associations in the field of urban planning and architecture

Public associations are obliged to:

- Exclude any act aimed at the deterioration of the living environment, the destruction of monuments of
urban art and architecture, nature, history and culture;

- Do not violate the rights and legitimate interests of other subjects of urban planning and architecture;
- Promote the development of urban planning and architecture projects.

Article 36. Relations between the subjects of urban planning and architecture

1. The subjects of urban planning and architecture within its competence, free for 10 days are required
to:

- Consider and give an opinion (approval) for all types of urban planning and architecture
documentation, as well as explanations on other matters in the field of urban planning and architecture;
- Provide the information available to them to developers of urban planning and architectural
documentation.

2. The elaboration and adoption of master plans, detailed planning planning areas, districts state and
local government agencies are required to hold public hearings on them to take into account the views
of the population of the respective territory.

The date and time of the public hearings, public bodies and local authorities are obliged to inform the
population of not less than 2 months before the date of their implementation through the media with
simultaneous deployment of master plans for projects, detailed planning plans for areas, neighborhoods
on the official website of these bodies and public place of their office buildings.

The approved master plans of settlements should be posted on the official websites of local self-
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government and in the public place of their office buildings in a built-up schemes settlements without
reflection topographic bases and their origin.

3. During the construction phase the construction of subjects obliged to provide information to third
parties about the construction of the facility by placing on the land or the property, for the foreseeable
third party location information, which specifies the type of construction intentions, a graphic image of
the facility, the parameters of the facility, address object data about the subject of the construction of
(name, contact details, license number), land plot diagram indicating the construction zone, the
presence of a building permit and the date of its issuance.

4. In the event that the construction and other changes of real estate directly violate the rights and
legitimate interests of natural or legal persons, persons whose rights and legitimate interests have been
violated, has the right to appeal the decision on the construction of these facilities in the courts.
Implementation of the construction or other changes in properties that violate the rights and legitimate
interests of natural or legal persons who are not allowed.

5. The state body or local authority which granted the land for the realization of the intentions of
building or building permits issued in violation of the established order, is obliged to compensate the
losses incurred by the construction of the subjects of.

6. Any construction in the houses adjoining the land without defining and staked land borders at an
apartment building without the consent of the owners of the premises is not allowed.

Section V

Urban planning and architecture

Article 37. The status of urban planning and architectural documentation

1. Construction, reconstruction of urban planning and architecture can not be carried out without urban
planning and architecture documentation:

urban planning and architecture programs, schemes, plans and projects developed and approved in the
established order, binding on all legal entities and individuals engaged in the design, construction,
reconstruction of buildings and structures, regardless of their departmental affiliation and forms of
ownership.

2. Changes to architectural and planning solutions of master plans settlements and project planning
documentation, their parts are made in coordination with the authorized state body for the
development and implementation of policies in the field of architecture and construction activities and
local authorities and approved in the prescribed manner.

Article 38. Rules and regulations in urban planning, architecture and construction

Rules and regulations in urban planning, architecture, construction set and regulate the planning,
architectural, construction, environmental, sanitary and health and other requirements.

Violation of the requirements of existing rules and regulations in urban planning, architecture and
construction is not allowed.

In exceptional cases, a reasonable deviation from the norms of the design with the permission of the
authorized state body for the development and implementation of policies in the field of architectural
and construction activity.

The exceptional cases are deviations from design rules could lead to a decrease in seismic stability of
buildings, structures, building structures damage and violation of sanitary norms.

Compliance with regulations is mandatory for all the subjects of town-planning and architectural process
and activities.

Violation of rules and regulations entails the application of administrative or other forms of liability.

Article 39. The procedure for the implementation of construction intentions

1. The right to construct and produce other building changes properties are natural and legal persons
having the right of ownership, lease term (temporary) or indefinite use of land and other real estate in
the manner determined by the Government of the Kyrgyz Republic in accordance with this Law and the
Land Code of the Kyrgyz Republic.

2. Land development received by citizens for the construction of individual houses, governed by the Law
of the Kyrgyz Republic "On individual housing construction in the Republic of Kyrgyzstan."

3. Construction of a violation of this Law and order determined by the Government of the Kyrgyz
Republic is not allowed.

Article 40. Author, and Technical State Architectural and Construction Supervision

1. The objects constructed on the territory of the Kyrgyz Republic shall be subject to copyright, technical
and State Architectural and Construction Supervision in the manner determined by the Government of
the Kyrgyz Republic.

2. The categories of construction projects according to risk, subject to the state architectural and
construction supervision and technical supervision of construction works shall be determined by the
Government of the Kyrgyz Republic.

3. Supervision of construction is carried out in order to comply with architectural, technological and
other technical solutions introduced into service facilities construction project solutions.

4. Technical supervision of construction works carried out in order to comply with architectural,
technological and other technical solutions.

5. State architectural and construction supervision is carried out in order to verify compliance of work
performed during the construction requirements of technical regulations and project documentation.

Article 41. Conformity assessment | completed construction projects into operation

Construction facility is subject to assessment of conformity with the technical regulations, and prior to
their entry into force - other normative legal acts and project documents, except as required by law.
The procedure for evaluation, the list of objects subject to conformity assessment shall be determined
by the Government of the Kyrgyz Republic.

Building permit is carried out by the authorized state body for the development and implementation of
policies in the field of architectural and construction activity.

Villa conformity assessment | completed construction projects into operation, in addition to individual
houses, carried out by the authorized state body for the supervision and control in the field of
architectural and construction activity.

Commissioning of individual objects, determined by the Government of the Kyrgyz Republic is carried
out independently by the owner, with responsibility for compliance with safety requirements shall be
the owner of the object. In this case, the object owner must be notified of the object according to the
requirements of technical regulations of the authorized body that issued the building permit. If the
construction of the project was carried out under the contract, to the notification included a copy of the
act of reception and transmission facility between the owner of the facility and the contractor industry.
Operation of construction projects in violation of the established order is not allowed.

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Article 42. Changes in the functional purpose of objects of town-planning and architecture

Changes in the functional purpose of urban and architectural sites are allowed in exceptional cases, with
the consent of the authors and authorities that have approved and agreed projects if these changes do
not contradict the requirements of the regulations and the legislation in force.

All valid changes in the functional purpose of urban and architectural sites to be made to the relevant
documentation (urban planning, architectural and construction, engineering, software, etc.); if
necessary, documentation to be proof-reading and re-approval.

Article 43. Reconstruction, restoration, conservation and demolition of facilities planning and
architecture

1. Reconstruction - restructuring of facilities planning and architecture due to the new requirements of
life.

Reconstruction of objects of architecture and urban planning is based on the strict limits that guarantee
the preservation of historical heritage.

2. Restoration - a reconstruction of certain architectural complexes, part of a complex of buildings in the
historic form.

Restoration of monuments of architecture and urban planning is done in accordance with applicable
legal and regulatory acts.

3. Preservation - conservation of the existing condition of historical and cultural sites for some time.
Preservation of objects of town-planning and architecture made due to inexpedient to return the
original appearance of the object, but requires mandatory saving is particularly significant artefacts.

4. Demolition - the elimination of facilities planning and architecture, due to wear and tear, for the
effective use of the area, as well as state and public interests.

5. It is prohibited to users of monuments owners planning and architecture to make unauthorized
activity on the reconstruction, restoration, preservation and demolition.

6. The decision on the reconstruction, restoration, conservation and demolition of facilities planning and
architecture are taken by state authorities and local self-government within their competence, on the
basis of programs and civil society organizations references, associations and citizens.

Article 44. The status of monuments of history, culture, architecture and protected areas

1. The monuments of history, culture, architecture and urban development are subject to state
protection.

2. The main objectives of the protection of artefacts are:

- The preservation and regeneration of the individual appearance of the settlements;

- The identification and protection of historical and cultural values of human settlements;

- The establishment of regimes of new construction and renovation, preserving historical buildings,
landscape, individual shape and promote the harmonious development of the material and spatial
environment of settlements.

3. The status of protected zones, the operating mode objects planning and architecture to be stored are
determined by the project documentation.

Section VI

Responsibility of subjects of urban planning and architecture

Article 45. Types of subjects of crime urban planning and architecture

For offenses in urban planning and architecture include:

- Providing false information about the state of human settlements environment;
- Refusal to provide information;
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- Failure to comply with the requirements of the Land Code, this Law and other legislative acts on land
use, land, subsoil, vegetation, air basin, water areas;

- Aviolation of the integrity of the monuments of history, culture, urban planning and architecture;

- Violation of the approved planning documentation and architectural complexes projects of buildings
and structures;

- Violation of the established level of durability, reliability, stability, earthquake resistance of buildings
and structures and their operational performance;

- Distribution or re-use of architectural design without the permission of the author, the project change,
and changes in the architectural and planning decisions erected buildings and structures;

- Unauthorized construction, reconstruction, restoration, demolition of buildings and structures,
changes in architectural design, parts and elements of the building;

- Violation of the procedure of land allocation under construction;

- A violation of the rules of building permits;

- Foul-intermediate stages of acceptance;

- Implementation of construction or reconstruction without a positive conclusion of the expert
examination;

- Unauthorized construction of various facilities;

- Violation of the norms and rules of design;

- Violation of the requirements of state standards and technical conditions in the production of building
materials, products and structures;

- Violation of the rules of construction and installation works;

- A violation of the rules of acceptance of objects in operation;

- Payment of substandard design and construction products;

- Implementation of urban planning and architecture without a license, certificate;

- Changes in the functional purpose of territories, buildings and constructions;

- Evasion of the requirements of the authorized state body for the supervision and control in the field of
architectural and construction activity.

In urban planning and architecture can be other types of violations, further defined by the legislation of
the Kyrgyz Republic.

The subjects of urban planning and architecture of the offense may bear administrative or criminal
liability.

In the case of incorrect application of this law officials of the authorized state bodies in the development
and implementation of policies in the field of architecture and construction activities, as well as control
and supervision in this area and causing damages to the subject urban planning and architecture, he has
the right to go to court with a claim for compensation damages.

Section VI

International cooperation in the field of urban planning, architecture and construction

Article 74. International cooperation in the field of urban planning, architecture and construction

can be carried out on the territory of the republic any urban planning and architecture with the
participation of foreign investors on the basis of the Kyrgyz Republic.

Cooperation in the field of urban planning, architecture and construction takes place in the form of
development and implementation of bilateral and multilateral targeted programs and projects, co-
design and construction of architecture and urban planning in the country and abroad; joint scientific-
technical and technological development and research; exchange of experience, preparation and
training of personnel; Symposia, conferences, competitions and other forms of cooperation.

Legal entities and citizens of the Kyrgyz Republic have the right to carry out urban planning and
architecture abroad.

It is not allowed implementation of foreign nationals, organizations and firms in the implementation of
international contracts in full without the participation of entities of the Kyrgyz Republic in order to
adapt and maximum account of local conditions and requirements of normative legal acts and laws of
the Kyrgyz Republic.

Permits foreign companies, organizations and individuals to participate in urban planning and
architecture issued by state authorities for architecture and construction, and are governed by the laws
of the Kyrgyz Republic.
