Regional Cooperation for Clean Air and Climate Action

Prioritizing actions – 25 Clean Air Measures provide 
comprehensive guide on the policies, and potential impacts

• Monitor air quality and communicate effectively
• Strengthen capacity on emissions inventories, source 

apportionment and air pollution modeling 
• Target gross polluters – open burning, diesel emissions
• Bring the resources to the right sector and the right people at the 

right time
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
